It Is alleged that after a war of words

Ilxperlinrnt In Inilln.
In India there Is a common supersti-

tion to the efect that the Jewelled u,

a most poisonous reptile, can
never be found without Its precious
stone, says the Hlectrlcal Iteview. The
natives assert that as soon as a cobra
loses Its stone or has It taken away It
eventually dies a lingering death or
ccmmlts suicide.

These snakes nre rather rare, other-
wise this superstition would have ceasedto exist; however, an entomologist of nn
li quiring turn of mind and a dnbblcr In
electrlelty, recently returned from In-
dia, tells the following Incident, showing
bow electricity can even serve the dou-
ble purpose of exploding mines and false
theories.

It appears that he was anxious to
catch a number of Indlnn fireflies, andas a decoy he ured a
Incandescent Ismn, current being fur-
nished bv a small sulphate of mercury
primary battery. The battery and lamp
he deimslted upon the ground In n neigh-
boring thicket or Jungle and awaited
developments It should here be men-
tioned that only the male fly Is pro-
vided with ihe brilliant light, while the
female gives but a faint glow and does
not leave the ground.

The first night that the lamp remained
on the ground very few of the male
files came near It. This he surmised to
be due to the fact of the light being bo
Intense; so the next night be set the
decoy again, dimming the lamp, how-
ever, by covering It with aome tissuepuper. He laid this down hy a tree
and. net In hnnd, awaited the coming
of the male files.
