He was not luxuriously lodged In
prison. No efforts were made to Induce
a convenient Judge to grant a slay pend-
ing a long, protracted appenl,

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FIRE IN A LUNATIC ASYLUM.

Inmates of Eoohoster State Hos-

pital Have a Panic.

Nenrly COO Crny 1'eople Safely

Taken to Other Quarters.

(Dr Aaoelata1 Prraa )

uociinsTun, n. , Fb
Night Watchman Wendell Smith was
making his rounds at the Rochester
State Hospital nt h 30 o'clock this morn-

ing he discovered llnmcn Issuing from the
laundry of the Institution, located In the
central portion of the big building In

which the unfortunate wards of the
State are confined.

From the laundry the fire stealthily
crept onward, first communicating to
the kitchen, then lo the holler house, nnd
then shifting In Its course nnd Inpplng
the timber In the entertainment hall
with Its fiery tongue

A half dozen steamers had responded
to ihe alarm, nnd these were quickly sta-

tioned as near as possible to the burning
building; but the supply of water was
short and the firemen were handicapped
In their eftorto.

From the moment when the first crv
of fire was given tho Inmates of the
building were In a state of Intense ex-

citement. Their shouts nnd cries for
aid were pitiful. At 6 IS o'clock the
officials n the Institution decided that
the safety of the Inmates demanded
their removal, which was accomplished
without the loss of life.
