The officera and crew of the wrecked
United States corvetle Kearsarge ar-
rived safely In port at 1190 o'clock this
morning on boanl the Pacific Mall Jine
Aiteamer Cliy of Para. The pler at the
faot of Canal sirect was gayly decorated
with fags and bunting, the Natlonal col-
ors belng draped In the form of an
arch over the gang-plank,

A large crowd ot friends, relatives and
sightsecra  grected the men as they
landed, nnd cherred Commander Heyer-
man and the officers of tha famous old
warship.

The Navy Department was represented
by Commander Crowinshield, who for-
merly commanded the Kearsarge. Ile
recelved the officers In behalf of Ad-

mirnl Gherardl, of the North Atlantle
Squadron.
Lisut. Bell of the Brooklyn Navy Yard

was In chiarge of the tuge, Nakeeta and
TruMe, to which the men were trans.
ferred Immediately on  thelr arrival.
They were taken to the Navy Yard and
placed on board the Government gusrd
ship, Vermont, where they will be fitted
out with sultable clothes, and be afford-
ed an opportunity to recuparate from
the effects of thelr hardships.

Acting Rear Admiral Oscar F. Stan-

“The crew, under the officer’s direc-
tlona worked with a will, providing
impromptu tents. Others cooked the
necesgsnry meats. The remainder helped
in varlous ways. A well was dug, and
fresh water provided for,

“There was only one accldent. An-
drew Rohblna, a fireman, while walking
around In shallow water fell into a deep
hole and was drowned, nlthough every
effort was made to save him.

“A lleutenant and seven men were dls-
patched to Old Providence to procure as-

Blatance.

“On Nowv, 10, at 10 A. M., the City of
Parn reached the wreck, launched her
two boats, and with the Kearsarge's four
lifebonts within three hours and a half
eucceeded In getting all handes safoly on
board the Para, and she proceeded to
Calon, touching on the way at Ol4 Provl-
dence to plek up the boat's crew which
had been sent by the commander of the
Kearsarge to seek assistnnee.

“The officers and crow saved
very small portion of thelr effects. The
Inst seen of the grand old frigate she
wis hove down layinr over on her side
with several large holes in_her bottom.”

“Who was responaible for the accl-
dent?' asked the reporter.

“That will be made the sublect of an
invesugation later on. I don't care to
say anyt hing about the matter al pres-
ent.’
