Oonoy Island Police Justioo to Bo

Tried Monday,

Ho Is Charged with Oppression in

the Election Cases.

Constable. Jamison's Trial Will Fol-

low Sutherland's.

Justice of the Peace Kenneth F.
Sutherland, of Coney Island, will be
the llrst one of John Y. McKane's fol-

low era to be placed on trial. The charge
against Sutherland Is oppression In cou-
nt ctlon with the last Gravesend election.

Diputy Attorney-Gener- Bhepard ap-
peared this morning before Justice Oil-le-

In the Brooklyn Court of Oyer and
Terminer, and moed that the trial of
Sutherland be set down for next Monday.

lotwjer Foster L. Backus, one of Suth-
erland's counsel, protested that, owing
to the Immense amount of work entailed
on counsel by the McKane case, It would
be Impossible between now and Monday
to give Sutherland's case the attention
It required to bring it to trial on thatday.

Justice Cullen, howeer, thought thatthe ttlal of the case should not be do-
lus t'd, and Blated that If It was found
that counsel could not handle the case
nloiip, additional counsel would be ap-
pointed by iho Coiitt, With this under-
standing, Mr. Shepard's motion was
granted.

Mr. Hhepard also moed that the trial
of Constable Andrew Scott Jamison
should follow nfter Sutherland. This
was also agreed upon.

After the matter of Sutherland's and
Jamehon's trials had been disposed of,

Counsel Almet F. Jenks,
louuspl foi Jeremiah J. Cronln and John
W. Murphj, both indicted for misde-
meanor In connection with the Graves-en- d

election, began an argument tending
to hhow that the Court of Oyer and Ter-mln-

had no Jurisdiction to try his cli-
ents, because the Grand Jury had no
right to Indict foi misdemeanor.

Mr. Jenks quoted law by the foot to
bear out his argument.
