He Tells How the Grand Old

Kearsarge WaB Lost.

Seemingly Due to an Error of the

Navigator.

Thought They Had Pawed to

IThey the North of the Reef.

The court of Inquiry ordered by the
Secretary of the Navy to Investigate
the wreck of the United States steam-
ship Kearsarge on Honcador Reef re-

convened In the court-marti- room of
building No. 7 at the lirooklyn Navy-Yar- d

at 11 o'clock
All the preliminaries were arranged

yesterday, and the taking of testimony .

was begun at once.
The first witness was Rear-Admir-

Oscar F. Stanton.
"While at Port au Prince," Bald he, "I

received a telegram from the Navy I3e-- 1

partment under which the Kearsarge
sailed on Jan. 30 for Nicaragua. 1 gave ,

a verbal order only to Commander Hey-
erman to proceed.

"On Feb. 2. about noon, we were In lat-
itude 13.48, the longitude I have forgot-- .

"Capt. Heyerman said that It would be
better to pass to the north of Roncador
Bank, which we knew was In the vlcln-- .

I
Ity.

"There was a stiff trnde wind blowing
'

from the which moder-
ated towards noon. There was a heavy
trade sea running. I went on deck about .

6 o'clock and walked about the deck on
the port side until nearly 7 o'clock.

"We usually dined at t o'clock, but. as
we expected to make land that evening,
we postponed dinner.

"About 6 30 (.'apt. Heyerman told me
the navigator had told him that he was
sure we had passed to the north of
Honcador Reef. Shortly after 7 o'clock
I heard the lookout call breakers ahead.
I looked and saw that there waa white
water nearly abeam on the starboard
side and that the ship was practically
In the breakers.

"Capt. Heyerman ordered the helm to
be put hard-a-po- rt and the engines
stopped and then backed. He also or-

dered that fires be started under the two
extra boilers. The sails were promptly
furled.

"The engines continued backing at full
opeed for some minutes, and we thought
at llrst that the ship was going astern.
Heaving the lead showed, however, that
we were hard aground.

There was for a time danger of the
masts going by the board, but this did
not happen."

The witness then described the manner
In which the officers and crew left the
vessel, as already told in the printed ac-
counts. Then Capt. Heyerman was
called.

After stating In reply to the Judge
Advocate that the reports printed In
the public press were substantially cor-
rect Capt. Heyerman was asked If he
had saved any of the ship's records,
pattlculariy the "rough" nnd "smooth"
log books.

"'I made two attempts, said he, "after
the vessel struck to Bave the log books,
as well as the night order book, know-
ing that they would be wanted as ex-

hibits in the Investigation which 1 knew
would follow. I was, however, only
able to save my life."

Capt. Heyerman Identified several
charts which had been in use on board
the Kearsarge. One was an English
chart of the Honcador Bank, and was
Issued from the Hydrographlc Office at
Washington. It was corrected up to
1ST

Another chart of the currents Issued
by the Hydrographlc Office was also
Identified by Capt. Heyerman.

A third chart of the Gulf of Mexico
and the West Indies, corrected up to
UM and 1889, respectively, were Identi-
fied by the witness,

Capt. Heyerman then described the
course from Port au Prince to Honcador

Questioned as to his confidence In the
charts and Instruments on board the
Kearsarge, the Commander said:

"I had no doubt as to the accuracy
of the charts and the Instruments on
board. The right sextant was a little
out of gear, but the other instruments
were in perfect condition."

Capt. Ilyerman, answering Judge Ad-

vocate Kelly's questions, said he had
been In the Navy since 18fil and had
commanded the Yontlc, Kearsarge and
Pensacolo.

Reverting to the day of the wreck,
Capt. Hyerman described the condition
of the weatner and the currents for the
halt dozen hours previous to the Kear-
sarge striking on the reef.

He received the reports of the naviga-
tor at intervals. The latitude was taken
by the ship's running.

" I was sure the Kearsarge was so far
to the north of Roncador Reef that I
was well clear of It," Bald he. " I had
had lookouts on the topgallant-yard- s all
the afternoon, and at 6.30 sent an officer
aloft to make sure there was no danger
In sight. Tho officer reported that ev-

erything was all right."
Capt. Heyerman said his running was

taken by a patent log, but it was his
custom to also use an old ship log as a
check on the patent log.

Tho two tallied. The patent log had
been tested last on the run from St.
Thomas to Port au Prince. Capt Heyer-
man said he had every confidence in the
log.

Asked at what distance he calculated
the Roncador Reef breakers could be
teen from the deck of a ship, Capt.
Heyerman said that, while running by
the Marble Head Dank, off the coast of
Haytl he had been able to see the white
water live miles. Tho Marble Head Reef
keys were about three feet high, and as
the Roncador Reef keys were several feet
higher, he calculated that the breakers
could be seen seven miles.

The breakers were first reported at 6 60
o'clock. At the time Admiral Stanton;
the navigator, Capt. Lyman, and the offi-
cer of the day were on deck with Capt.
Heyerman.

"What was the discrepancy." asked
the Judge Advocate, "between the point
wnere you really were and where you
thought you were when tho ship
struck 7"

TO ARREST PADRONES;

The Mayor's Marshal, Englehard,
Promises to Tako Action.

Banker Palumbo Now Preparing

the Affidavits.

Outrageous Treatment of Laborers
at PoIIiam Manor.

The nrrlval of four Italian laborers from
Pelham Manor, in charge of Hanker Vln-cen-

Palumbo, caused some excitement
In Italian circles this morning. The men
were victims of the pnilroncs, nnd had
been lured here two months ago to work
at the Manor. They looked the picture
of hunger and suffering. One man's arm
had been broken and all of them will be
on the sick list for many days to come.

Tho Btorles they told of the torture
endured while at work made many of
their hearers cry out In rage against
the bosses. They returned Just a3 they
had started out, without a dollar. What
little they had earned had been kept
from them, and It was only by the
charity of Palumbo that they were able
to get back. Two hundred others, It Is
claimed, are now at work In the same
place, enduring tho same suffering.

A man named Donald la tho contractor,
and the work Is being done for a firm
who have an office at 18 Wall street, this
city. The latter, however, have no knowl-edg- e

that the padrone system Is In opera-
tion. Donald's rWht-han- d man Is named
I'rlcclardeell, who runs the "boarding-house- "

at which the men must eat.
One week ago the men wrote to friends

in this city that they were being robbed
and llltrentcd, and Palumbo was ap-
pealed to. He wrote to the contractor
and, In reply, received a letter stating
that the men would lie paid off on Mon-
day. He was Invited up to Pelham
Manor to see the men paid off, and he
accepted. He told the story of his visit
to an "Cvenlng World" reporter this
morning.

"It was the most awful sight I ever
witnessed," Palumbo said. "The snow
was a foot deep, and more than 200 men,
sick and hungry, were lying in the shan-
ties. On account of the snow, work had
been suspended. Not a particle of food
had crossed the lips of those men all
day. There was not as much as a crust
of bread In any of the shanties, nor was
there any fuel.

"You cannot Imagine how the men
looked. I shudder now ev.en . to.thlrJi pt
It. They swarmed around mt and
begged pltcously for me to take them
back. They said they had been robbed
and starved. They certainly looked the
latter. Several of them had been In-

jured while at work, and no physician
had been called to set the hroken limbs.

"When I asked the contractor If he
proposed to pay off the men as he agreed
he said he could not, as his brothers,
who had the money, were In the city.
I denounced him as a trickster, but he
only laughed ami said he could do noth-
ing. 1 told him I would bring suit In
the name of every man for the money
due, but even that threat produced no
result.

"While coming away tho men clung to
me and begged to be taken back. I only
had a few dollars with me. I distributed
that and took back tho four most ser-
ious cases. The men nre here now and
you can see them for yourself. 1 only
wish that some of the authorities here
could see those 200 men In the shanties.
If they would only spend a few hours
In going up to Pelham Manor, the
padrone would soon be crushed."

Mayor's Marshal Knglehard last even-
ing requested Palumbo, through "The
Kvenlng World" to procure evidence
against the padrones for violating the
employment ngency laws. Palumbo read-
ily agreed to furnish all tho evidence
needed, and he Is nt work to-d- se-
curing affidavits of victims. As soon as
a sufficient number have been secured
the Marshal will obtain warrants for
the nrrest of the padrone.

Palumbo Is also securing affidavits
showing the extortion practised upon
Italians In the police courts and by the

REYNOLDS IS DEATEN

"Greater New York" Bill Passes
the Senato Unamended.

Only McMahon and Reynolds Voto

in the Nenative.

Senator Cantor's Plea for a Slmplo
"Yes" or "No."

(fly Aeioclaled Treu
ALBANY, Feb 27. The "Greater New

York" bill has passed the Senate, with
all amendments stricken out, Just as
It passed the Assembly, by a vote of
ayes, 29: nays, 2. McMahon and Rey-
nolds being In the negntlve.

The bill came up ns n special order,
and Senator Cantor moved to strike out
the amendments adopted by the Senate
Cities Committee, providing for equal
taxation In the municipality sought to
be created by the bill. Senator Cnntor
thought the vote of the people should
he taken on the simple proposition of
consolidation, nnd that the other matters
should be left to be settled elsewhere.

Senator Reynolds said he represented
the Consolidation League of Ilrookljn.
Similar bills had been presented fur three
or four years, hut they had always been
killed by Democratic votes. When the
Democratic leaders did not have votes
enough to kill a measure outright, they
sought to bring forwnrd such n measure
that It would kill Itself.

Brooklyn wns deeply Interested In con-

solidation, but It was npparcnt that con-

solidation must come on the basis of
equal taxation. Senator Reynolds spoko
of the grent growth of Chicago, nnd pre-

dicted that unless New York bestirred
Itself the Western metropolis would out-

strip It. A loss of prestige mennt a loss
of zuslness. If Brooklyn voted ngalnst
consolidation this year It meant the
death of the "Greater New York"
scheme.

Senator Cantor snld thnt he was sorry
that Senator Reynolds had Injected poll-tic- s

Into tho discussion. The "Greater
New York" bill hod never passed either
House of the legislature, hut had been
beaten by Republican as well ns Demo-

cratic votes. It came with bad grace
Brooklyn to Inslrt upon a proposition for
equal taxation, because Brooklyn did not
now have equal taxation within her
own borders.

Alderman Saul, at the meeting of the
Board of Aldcimen reintroduced
tho petition of tho Thlnl Avenue Rail-
road Company for tho extension of Its
lines on the west side In the upper part
of the city. The petition was before the
Board some time ngo, but for prudential
reasons withdrawn to save It from de-

feat because the I'nlon or "Huckle-
berry" Railroad Company, which han a
more powerful "pull," had a petition
for a rival line pending.

Alderman Saul sas the Company Is
willing to pledge Itself not to use over-
head wires, but to put them underground
In conduct on the same plan as the cable.
It Is well known, however, that the Board
of Aldermen has no power lo designate
the motive power to be used, nnd there
Is nothing to prevent the Company, after
obtaining the fianchlse, from applying
In the Itnllroad Commlbslon for permis-
sion to use the trolley.
