BOMB IN BOW STREET.

Or Elne Some Practical Joker Is
Fooling London's Police.

Mysterious Tin Box Found on a
Window-Sil- l at the Station.

It Had a Burned-O- ut Fuse nod
Contained a Cartridge.

(Br Aaeoclsted Press.)
LONDON. March 7. --The police of Lon-

don In general and of the "E" division
in particular, are suffering from another
dynamite scare: but their previous ex-

periences in this line have led people
to look with suspicion upon any explo-
sive mystery unearthed by the bluecoata
of London.

According to the story told by Supt.
Richard W. Steggles, of the Police
Division referred to, a tin box, sup-- ;
posed to contain dynamite or some other
high explosive, was found at 7.30 this
morning upon om of the wlndow-slll- s of
the historical Bow street police sta-
tion, glue.,, to the Extradition Court.

The tin box Is described as being two
Inches deep, one Inch broad and hav-
ing a round hole In It, from which pro-
truded portions of a burned fuse.

The discovery of the box was made
by one of the policemen attached to the
station, and he Immediately gave the
alarm. The Inspectors snd Superintend-
ent v-r- called and the box was taken
to the yard, where It wan aoaked for a
long time In water before anybody cared
to subject It to a closer examination.

The discovery of the alleged bomb waa
signalled to Scotland Yard, and from
there the news spread that an attempt
it rd been made to blow up Bow street
police-statio- n by means, of a dynamite
bomb, in fact, the startling "find" was
soon magnified Into a report that the
station h.id actually been the scene of a
dynamite explosion.

When the box was opened It was
fo mil to contain a cartridge, supposed
to be loaded with some high explosive,

So Says Attorney Shepard of Jus-

tice Sutherland's Trial.

Mr. Kelly's Peculiar Figuring in

Plain Sight of the Jurora.

Prompt Action to Be Taken bj the
Prosecuting Officers.

At the time rumors were circulated
that the Jury had been "fixed," but they
were not confirmed until when

' Col. Lamb and Mr. Wernberg made the
startling announcement that It was true,
and that they were In possession of all
the facts.

One of the Jurors visited Mr. Shepard
after the Jury had been discharged, and
told the Deputy Attorney-Oener- that
at least one of the Jurors had been paid
to dleagree with his fellows.

Both Col. Lamb and Mr. Wernberg
visited Clerk Byrne In the Court of
Oyer and Terminer and arranged
for the calling of an extra panel for next
Monday, when Sutherland will again be
placed on trial.

"We will take steps," said Mr. Jftn-- I
berg, "to prevent this panel from being
tampered with and Jurors from being
fixed."

The three Jurors who refused to ren-
der a verdict of guilty In the Sutherland
case are Edward O'Brien, foreman; Ed-
ward Volot and Daniel Lacy.

A strange story has come to the ears
of Mr. Shepard, which will be Inquired
Into at once. Last Thursday, after theJury had been out twenty-fou- r hours,
hey returned to the court-roo- at 4.30

P. M. and asked for Instructions.
The Jurors filed Into the elevated box

and took their seats. Sitting opposite
Juror Lacy, at a table which only sepa-
rated him from the Jury box bv threeor four feet, were a man named Kelly
and a clerk In the office of Lawyer
George W. Roderick, counsel for the de-
fense.

Nobody paid any particular attentionto them, as the table waa Intended for
the lawyers In the case. Kelly, however,
attracted the attention of Prof. Timothy
H. Roberts, of Flatbuah, who sat di-
rect' back of htm. He acted nervously,
and at first shifted In his seat from one
side to the other. Then he sat toying
Idly with a pencil on a piece of paper
while Justice Culen was addressing the
Jury.

The Jurors who sat in the box, owing
(o their elevated position, could easily
have seen what marks Kelly was mak-
ing or the paper nad any of them so
desired.

"I noticed," said Prof. Roberts, "that
the man was making figures on the pa-
per in an Idle sort of o way. He seemed
to be very nervous and kept continually
glancing around, otherwise I should not
nave noticed him.

"I watched him and saw htm write Hv
hundred dollars In figures. Then he
turned the paper around and scratched
out the flgares.

"Again 1 saw him make the figures
and turn the paper around so that they
could be seen by one of the Jurors.

"I saw the Juror's eyes rest upon thepaper. Then Kelly turned around and
scratched the figures out. I saw him
make the figures sgaln, and turn them
towards the Jury-bo- x and then scratch
them out.

"This sort of thing waa repeated sev-
eral times. I was surprised and becamesuspicious, and aaked some one near me
who the man was. I was told, and then
became more suspicious. He turned thepaper over with the figures underneath.

"I turned to a friend of mine, W. R.
Cousins, Jr., a clerk in the office of
Foster L. Backus, one of Sutherland's
counsel, and told him to secure thepaper. He stepped over to the table,
took It and sllpned It Into his pocket.
The figure Is made on the paper which
I had seen him write.

"There may be nothing In It, but to
me It looks auspicious."

Clerk Cousins was seen at Mr. Back-
us' h office. He admitted that he had
the paper and that he figures were writ-
ten on it as described. The dollar sign
was placed before the figures. Mr. Cous-
ins said the paper had been placed In the
hands of another.

Brooklyn Is assessed tor at least one-ten- th

more than you can sell It for. It
Is easy to show that the trustees wast-
ed In that one transaction tMO.OOO of the
taxpayers' money,

"Why, the Brooklyn City Railroad
gave 170,000 for a piece of church prop-

erty on the plaza for a terminal station.
A few months after the bridge trustees
paid $170,000 for the same property, and
now they have granted to this same
Railroad Company, without compensa-
tion, the light to lay tracks on this very
ground. I shall present these and other
facts to the Assembly Committee, if
there Is an attempt to stop the bill
there."

The Senate passed Mr. Bradley's bill.
The vote on the bill was 19 ayes to 6

nays.

age. Senator Coffey moved for recom-
mittal.

Senator Bradley objected, and during
the courae of the debate said : "I have
been threatened by some of the people
but I am ready to meot them outside
as plain Dan Bradley."

THE BRITISH IN NICARAGUA.

Action on the Landing at Bine-fiel- ds

Urged at Washington.

Consul Braida Recommends Bending
Warship to the Scene.

WASHINGTON, March 7. The, De-

partment of Btate has received the first
official Information of the operations of
the British naval forces at Dlueflelde,
near the mouth of the Nicaragua canal.
It came In the shape of a despatch from
United States Minister Baker at Mana-
gua.

The Minister says that the United
States Consul at Ban Juan del Norte,
Mr. Braida, telegraphs him that soldiers
from the British warship Cleopatra have
been landed at Blueflelds, and strongly
urges that a I'nited States naval vessel
be sent there st once. There Is no ex-

planation In the Minister's despatch of
the reason for the landing of British
forces

The preceding reports of Consul Brai-
da show that when the Nlcaraguan Gov-
ernment forces occupied Blueflelds, the
reigning Mosquito chief appealed to the
British Consul at San Juan del Norte
for protection, and the question of In-

terest at this stage of affairs is
whether the British troops have been
landed to afford that protection to the
Mosqultos, or whether the landing
was made to protect British dtlsens
only.

Senator Morgan has reported from Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations a resolution
which the Senate adopted, asking the
State Department for Information as to
whether the British Government haa
landed troops at Blueflelds, or on the
Mosquito coast of Nicaragua.
