conceived a violent affection for her' nephew and when her husband objected.
according to hla story, sbe drove him

t out of the bouse.
The neighbors did not approve of this

and his aunt in effigy from two tall' telegraph poles on the village street.

BUT HIS PARTNER'S WIFE.

Mrs. Bftuman Said to Be Critically
HI from Cohen's Blows.

Outcome of a Row In ft Brooklyn
Concert Garden.

Mrs. George Bauman, wife of one of
the proprietors of the concert hall at M
Graham avenue. Williamsburg, Is in s
critical condition y, In her rooms
over the hall. She was terribly beaten
last night, snd the probabilities sre that
she will not recover.

Her husband, with several other wit-
nesses, called at the Ewen Street Court
this morning, to secure a warrant for
the arrest of Bauman's partner, David
Cohen, who, they allege, committed the
assault.

Bouman Cohen have been partners
In the concert hall for several years.
They got along pleasantly until a couple
of weeks sgo when Bsumsn ssys he dis-
covered that the Arm was making little.If any, money.

"I made an Investigation," he de-
clared, "and discovered thst Cohen wss
In the habit of taking cash out of the
drawer and putting due-bil- ls ln Its
place."

"I objected to this and ordered him
out of the nlace. He refused to go, and
we had a light. I thrashed Cohen and
he had me arrested for assault The
case has not as yet been disposed of."

Since the row, Banman has conducted
th" business himself.

Cohen tried to get in the place again,
but Banman hired two big
and two special policemen who regularly
threw Cohen out whenever he appeared.

Last night, Cohen entered, ss usual,
and tried to get behind the bar. He
had with him two bottles of settser
water, with the contents of which he
bombarded the s. When they
recovered from their surprise, they tried
to put him out, but Cohen banged them
over the head with the bottles.

Then Bauman appeared on the scene.
e says ne tried to quiet Cohen, but

was unable to do so.
"At the time," he said, "there were

about twenty people ln the garden. Mrs.
Bauman ran over to where I was talk-lu- g

to Cohen and asked him to keepquiet. Everything woul I hsve been allright had It not been for Mrs. Cohen,
who appeared with s shovelfl

8he assaulted everybody In sight. I
tried to stop her, and then Cohen struckmy wife ln the stomach, knocking her
down. Then he kicked her."

An "Evening World" reporter called atthe house 54 Graham avenue this morn-
ing, and was told that Mrs. Bauman
had been ur.conscloua nearly all night,
rnd that the doctor pronounced her con-
dition critical.

LEGAL LOVERS' VOWS.

An Enft-lls- Paper Proposes to Sim-
plify Breach of Prosalse Baits.

The London Spectator, moved by the
painful spectacle of the modern breach
of promise case, proposes a novel ex-
pedient In order to overcome the diff-
iculties which such suits present It
says :

There would be one very simple method
of lightening the task of the jury, which
would also afford to young women and
their guardians a means of ascertaining
whether the lover bad any serious in-
tention of developing into a husband or
not.

Let no promise of marriage be held
valid unless it is made In writing upon
properly stamped paper. If the plaintiff
could produce a formal promise of thiskind, there would be no need to go Into
all the history of a doubtful courtship, or
to consider any other factor In the as-
sessment of damages than the respective
Incomes of the contracting parties.

Of course. It will be objected that such
a proposition Is Injurious to all the ro-
mance of courtship and marriage. But
where, we would ask. is the romance In
nine out og ten beach of promise cases
that find their way Into the law courts.

These cases are hardly ever brought
except by people whose affections have
not been deeply engaged ln their ac-
ceptance of a suitor. For one young
woman who now brings an action for
breach of promise, at least nine are jilted
and suffer In silence. The more their af-
fections have been engaged the less can
they bear to tell the pitiful tale of their
disappointment and witness the poor
little romance of their life exposed to
the ridicule snd Isughter of an unsym-
pathetic world.

If It once became an understood thing
that the ardent lover should offer such
proof of his good faltb, then a girl would
know well what to expect from a lover
who withheld It At any rate, paents
or guardians of the lower middle class
would not allow a young man to grow
" too particular In his attentions as
their phrase runs unless he showed a
disposition to furnish this guaranty.

Then. If the promise were unfulfilled,
even the most modest and sensitive
maiden could proceed against her faith-
less lover without loss of pride or dig-
nity.

One of the Patients Was Stricken

a Week Ago.

Fears of an Epidemic In Crowded
Brooklyn District.

A dangerous outbreak of small-po- x

was reported from 47 Underbill avenue,
Brooklyn, this morning. Seven persons
who were stricken with the disease were
removed to the Hospital for Contagious
Diseases, at Flatbush. last night and
the premises were thoroughly fumigated
and quarantined.

It la feared that persons living In
the vicinity will be stricken, aa the
section Is thickly populated.

The seven patients are: Joseph Curtis,
thirty-seve- n years old; Mary Dunlgan.
three; Sarah Nevlns, forty-thre- Ellen
Nevlns, four; Edswrd Kencer, four;
Mary Kencer, nineteen months, and Em-
ily Kencer, seven weeks.

The Curtis and Nevlns families oc-
cupy the lower floor, and the others
live upstairs.

A week ago one of the children waa
taken 111. Ths child's parents thought
a physician's service were unneces-
sary and none was called. A day or two
later several others were taken 111 and
a rumor waa spread that they bad
measles.

A physician called at the house last
night and saw at a glance that the In-
mates were down with small-pox- . Whilethe doctor was making an examinationneighbors crowded Into the house andstxKl around In the yard discussing the
doctor's esll. Policemen hsve been
Placed In "harge of ths premises, withorders to allow nobody to leave.

The health officials fear the delay In
d scoverlng the nest may result serious-ly, as persons have been passing ln sndout of the house for the last week.

SEX IN MOSQUITOES.

It Is the Feasale of the Family That
Does the lilting.

The male of the mosquito Is not a
common Intruder; and we confess thatafter many years of netting Insects we
do not now recall capturing one, says
The Independent.

Late ln October the writer observed
for the first time a dense swarm of
what appeared to be mosquitoes, butfound that they had feathered antennae,
and though they had the appearance ofthe female they did not actually bite orattempt to. Suspecting they mightprove to be a species of Chlronomus, avery common gregarious gnat with
feathered attennae, we captured sev-
eral and found on examination thatthey were true mosquitoes. No femaleswere to be seen among them. Theswarm was observed ln a hollow on a
hill of gravel, part of a kame, and some
distance from sny trees or houses.

We do not remember to have seen the
males about any human habitation. The
males are lacking In the mandibles and
other lancet-lik- e bristles so easily seen
In the females The only modern andcomplete account of the mouth part of
the male mosquito Is by Dlmmock In
1881. He ststes that the mandibles are
absent, the maxillae are short and ru-
dimentary: the other bristles contain no
muscles, as they do ln females, and thereare other Important differences; while
the male also differs from the femsletn wsnting the oesophageal pump, orbulb, so that the sucking of fluids must
be done by the pharynx alone, as In
other flies. Dlmmock adds:

"Whether the male culex can bite ornot Is a question to which I can give no
decisive answer, but I do not believe It
can. I have tried to have the malemosquitoes bite me when In the field,
where they were abundant, but they
did not seem attracted, as the femalemosquitoes were, to my person; they
flew away Indifferently without alight-
ing upon

He has placed them under a glssscover on his hand, but thev would
neither bite nor show any desire to doso; nor was he able to feed them withwater, saliva or fresh blood, all ofwhich liquids the females often drinkwith avidity. They can suck liquids, butprobably take leu food than the fe-
males, and do not obtain It by stinging
other animals.

COLORS FROM COAL TAR.

alto Variety Css Re Obtained
from That Product.

Writing about that marvellous colorproducer, coal tar, a writer reminds usthat It Is only thirty-si- x years ago thatPerkln "gathered up the fragments" In
coal tar and produced the beautifulmauve dye, says Longman's Msgas:ne.

Now. from the greasy material whichwss considered useless is produced msd-de- r,

which makes coal tar worth (100
a ton. This coloring matter alone now
employs an Industry of two millions ster-
ling per snnum.

One ton of good cannel coal, when dis-
tilled ln gas retorts, leaves twelve gal-
lons of coal tar, from which are pro-
duced a pound of benzine, a pound of
toluene, a pound and a half of phenol,
six pounds of naphthalene, a small quan-
tity of xylene and half a pound of an-
thracene for dyeing purposes.

According to Roscoe, there sre sixteen
distinct yellow colors, twelve orange,
thirty red, fifteen blue, seven green and
nine violet, besides a number of .browns
and an Infinite number of Mendings of
sll shades.

Soon after receiving the
cash, It Is alleged, that he shipped eight
boxes of his birds to the Riverside Gun
Club, another lot to parties In Seavtlle,
and a third to his brother In Olsssboro.
Now there are only 100 pigeons left.

The woman with whom he lived was
sent to New York about two weekssgo. Soon afterwards, Cspt. Brewer
went to the District-Attorne- y snd asked
to have her Indicted, alleging that she
stole MM from him.

In the mean time, McPherson learned
that the house wss being stripped of
Its contents, and on Friday he had a'warrant Issued for the arrest of Brewer.
Brewer disappeared that afternoon.

He leaves debts of tl.200 to McPherson.

Fishing Sloop Mary Dnryea Found
Adrift in Rookaway Inlet

Mast, Snapped Off by a Qnst of

Wind, Kills Capt. Durysa.

Mate Matthews Rows Ashore, Aban-

doning Corpse and Vessel.

A drspetrh from Tire lalantl this morn-
ing says that the sloop Mary Durysa, of
Ksyport, N. J., waa plckrl up at sun-
rise y In Rockaway Inlet, s.lrlft.
by Capt. Smith Kostsr, of Ilorkaway,
ht'r rrast rone snd sails overboard along-
side.

In her cabin was found a dsad man,
who. It was later discovered, wss the
captain, John Duryea. There wss no
other humnn belnc on board.

As fishing sloops are manned by at
least two men, and the Duryea's small
boat waa missing, Capt. Forster st first
suspected that there had been a quarrel
on board, and that hte missing msn was
a murderer.

The sloop wss psrtly loaded with mus-
sels. She drifted Into Dooley's Point,
a half-mil- e west of the Rockaway Beach

Station, No. .'. where she
was discovered by Cspt. Forster. He
promptly notified Coroner George B.

Smith.
According to the story told by Mate

Matthews, who landed st South Beach
tn the Duryea's small boat late last
night, the sloop started down the bay
about 7 P. M her destination being the
Horseshoe st Bandy Hook, where she In-

tended taking aboard a cargo of crabs
for delivery at Fulton Market this morn-
ing.

When the sloop was off the Romer
8hoals, a puff of wind struck her. carry-
ing away the mast, which, In falling
with gear attached, struck the captain
on the head.

He was rendered unconscious and
never spoke after being struck by the
falling spar.

His mate, the only other occupant of
the sloop, was bewildered and almost
paralysed after the accident. He stayed
by the little sloop, for nearly an hour,
but finding that he could do nothing for
the captain, hastily got Into his small
boat and rowed to South Beach, S. I.,
to obtain assistance. He was directed to
the Quarantine Station.

Health Officer Jenkins on learning hisstory at once despatched his lug Charles
F. All. n to sesrch for the wrecked
sloop. The Allen proceeded down the
.bay as far as Bandy Hook, but was
unable to find any trace of her. 8he re-
turned to the Boarding Station at Fort
Wadsworth about 1 A. M.

Shortly before dayllgnt Dr. Jenkins
sent out the steamboat Gov. Flower to
hunt for the sloop, but she returned
about 1.30, having been unsuccessful In
her sesrch.

The sloop Is owned by Peter Duryea, of
Keyport, N. J., and was named after his
wife. The dead captain was his son,
John Duryea, twenty-tw- o years old, and
the mate Is Joseph Mstthews, twenty
years old.

The boat Is one of the fleet run by the
wholesaling firm of K. C. Strong Co.,
at the fit it of Beekman street. She left
for a crabbing cruise around Bandy Hook
Monday afternoon, and, according to Mr.
Strong, started on her return voyage last
night.

The elder Duryea was notified of the
finding of the sloop this morning and
also of the death of his son. He waa
almost beside himself st the nsws, andat once chartered a tug to go in search
of the derelict and to recover the body
of his son.

Mr. strong waa also very much sffect-e- d

at the news of young Duryea's death." He was one of the most capable and
Industrious men engaged ln the busi-
ness," said he. " His father Idolised bun.
The boat runs for us the year round,
and makes more trips than any other In
the fleet.

" She wss built only about two years
ago, at an expense or about n.000. She
Is yacht-shape- forty-tw- o feet long and
the swiftest and sturdiest of any sloop
engaged In the trade"

A dosen or more members of other
crews gsthered at Strong Co.'s this
afternoon to Inquire about the wreck.
All were of the opinion that Young Dur-
yea must have been at the wheel when
the masthead waa snapped off by a sud-
den gust of wind.

The heavy timber, In falling, hsd, they
concluded, struck him on the head,
knocking him through the open hatch
Into the cabin.

Matthews, the mste. Is very popular
around Fulton Market. He Is said to be
of a very nervous temperament, and the
fear was expressed by Mr. Strong that
the death of Capt. Duryea might result
In the unseating of his reason.

What the New Orleans papers call
"the first rice elevator In the world" has
been erected In that city, says the Se-
attle Telegraph.

The "plant consists of sn elevatortower, Into which the grain Is directedthrough a movable chute from the
loaded railroad cars snd from which It
In trsnferred by machinery to the bins
and lutti of the warehouse, the latterbeing connected with the elevator tower
by a covered brlige.

The rice on reaching the summit of the
tower. Is spilled out on a rubber belt
some sixty feet In length, running at a
high rate of speed between rollers In-

clined at an angle of 60 degrees.
These rollers are located at Intervals

of eight feet snd serve to keep the rub-
ber belt curved In such a manner thatthe rice Is not while In transit.
This belt terminates Just within the
wall of the warehouse, where the grain
Is received In a hopper. At the bottom
of this hopper Is an aperture opened by
a trap-doo- r, through which the rice Is
spilled on (o n screw conveyor traversing
the length of the second story of the
warehouse and passing over a series of
bins designed to receive the fcraln.

By a delicate arrangement of scales
and weights the rice Is weighed while In
the hopper. At regular Intervals rubber
belts, similar to tne one running from
the elevstor tower, receive the rice from
the screw snd carry It across the bins.
An Ingenolus contrlvsnce causes It to
be dropped Into the receptacle when that
receptacle Is reached.

A single man can operate this appa-
ratus and thus control the movement of
each clam of rice, till It Is finally de-
posited In Its appropriate bin. Its (ravels
are by no means terminated at this
point. Six screw conveyors traverse ths
celling of a lower story.

Opening the trap-doo- rs In the bottom
of the bins on the story above, the
rice enters the spirals of these machines
and Is borne across the building and re-
ceived upon another rubber belt. This
lesds directly to the milling department,
where the husks are stripped off snd the
grain prepsred for the market.

The capacity of the elevator Is esti-
mated at about 800 barrels per hour,
which Is equlvslent to 2,400 bushels, or
four loaded cars. The wsrehouse can
accommodate (0,000 bushels of grain.

DECEIVED A KINO.

Kellar, the Macirlsn, Oaee Per-
formed Before Barmah's Ralrr.
Kellsr. the magician, had a peculiar

experience In the East once, which came
near ending nls career, or at least con-
fining It to the limits of Burmsh, says
the Chicago Journal. While performing
in India, where he Is always assured of
great patronage, the Hindoos being
much Interested In magic and no mean
experts themselves, he had an Invitation
to appear before the young King of
Burmah. Accordingly he made the trip
up the Rangoon River to Mandelay, the
then capital of the country. There a
great palaver took place, the Ministers
of the King demanding that Kellar and
his assistants should appear before His
Majesty barefooted and kneeling, as was
the native custom This he objected to
on the ground that he could not perform
his tricks In thst posture, so sn excep-
tion wss made In his case.

"On the day of the exhibition," relates
the magician, "we entered a large room
where all the court was kneeling. The
King and his hsrem. so we were In-
formed, were concealed behind a screen,
where they could see but not be seen.
Accordingly we went through such
tricks as we could do under these condi-
tions, not being permitted to take things
from the spectators' pockets, as is tne
present custom.

"Throughout the performance there
wss not a sound, so we could not tell
whether we had pleased or failed. But
at Its conclusion, a grave Minister In-
formed us thst the King was so highly
pleased that as a special favor he would
permit us to look upon his face. So the
screen waa withdrawn, and there sat
the King, a little, drled-u- p looking fel-
low, surrounded by his wives, the latter
reclining. Then he offered me the posi-
tion of court entertainer, and positively
would not bear of our leaving until
we had given another performance.

"They entertained us ln most lavish
style, loading us down with preser ' i.
besides paying about J2.M0 In our money
for each performance. As another addi-
tional favor we were permitted to look
upon the sacred whits elephant, a dirty
little beast, which was kept In such lux-
ury that no wonder he became conceited
and vicious. In fact, they did everything
possible to keep us. but I wanted to get
away, and began to fear that I would
hare to spend the rest of my life In
Burciah."
