(tide to the other. Then he sut toying
Idly with a pencil on a pi. re of paper
while. Justice Culen was addressing theJuiy.

The Jurors who sat In the box. owing
to their elevated position, could easily
nave seen what marks ! Ily was mak-
ing or tilt paper Had anv of them so
desired.

"I noticed," said 1'rof. Unbelts, "thatthe man was making figures on the pa-
per In an Idle sort or a way. He seemed
lo be very nervous and kept continually
glancing around, otherwise I should not
have noticed him.

"I Watched him and saw him write five
hundred dollars In figures. Then lie
turned the paper around and scratched
Ollt the flgUrl S.

i "Again I saw him malts the figures
; and turn the paper tl round so that they

could be seen by one of the Jurors.
"I saw the Juror's eyes r.it upon the'paper. Then Kelly turned around and

scratched the figures out I suw himmake the figures again, an turn them
towards the jury-bo- x and then scratchthem out.

"This sort of thin wan repeated sev-
eral times. I wai surprised and becamesuspicious, and EfSJted sunv one near me
who the man was. I was told, and then
became more suspicious. He turned thepaper over with the figures underneath.

"I turned to n friend of mln- -. W, R.
Cousins. Jr.. a clerk In the oltlre of
FoMer L. Hurkur, one of Sutherland's
counsel, nnd told him to secure thepaper. He stepped over to the table,
took It and sllpned It Into his pocket.
The figures were on the paper which
I had seen him write.

"There may b nothing In It, but to
me It looks suspicious."

Clerk Cousins was seen at Mr. Back-
us':! office. He admitted thai he had
the paper and that the figures were writ-
ten on It as described. The dollar sign
was pHced before the (igures. Mr. Cous-
ins the paper had been placed in the
hands of another.

Lawyer George W, Roderick was seen
this afternoon regarding the story. He
was very angry, and said that he had
heard It alleged that one of his clerks
was the man who had wrlltun the figures
"SSOT on the paper.

"There Is nobody In my office, " said
Mr. Roderick, "by the name of Kelly,
and I deny thnt my clerks had anything
to do at all with the Sutherland trial
If my n.ime is used In connection with
thla story I shall find a way to punish
the persons who are attempting to Injure
my professional stnnuing."

Mr. Roderick then went with the re-
porter urnund to the office of Uawyer
ilacktis to see Mr. Cousins, who had been
In possession of the paper containing the
figures "ViOO."'

Mr. Cousins got very excited when
Mr. Roderick nskod him what he had
been telling to reporters.

"I haven't aid anything to implicate
you. Mr. Roderick." said Cousins, "and
I hope you won't think so."

Mr. Roderick was then requested to
ck Mr, Cousins if he had not said that
he saw Mr. Roderick's clerk sitting at
the table In front of the Jury box on the
last day of the Sutherland trial, and
also If the clerk had written anything
on the paper which was Been by the
Jury.

Mr. Roderick refused to ask the ques-
tion, stating as a reason that he was
positive none of his clerks was In the
court on that day.

Voung Kelly, who Is a son of the

banker of the same name, hnd
been Interested In Vernon nnd a travel-
ling companion, and knew that Vernon
was sick In Chicago. He received sev-
eral letters from Version, and In one of
them were several requests on the part
of Vernon fot Kelly to send
messages to certain relatives.

Consequently Kelly was not surprised
to receive a letter from Chicago on
Dec. 18, signed "A. E. Petsor." Petzer
wrote that he was an undertaker nnd
had charge of the remains of Vernon.
He naked for 1108 to defray the ex- -
penses of the funeral and Interment,
nnd asked for orders about th" disposal
of Vernon's efffrts.

Kelly wrote a letter Inclosing a draft
for Jiu8, and, telling the "undertaker"
to burn all letters found In Vernon's
possession, and forward all Jewelrv and
trinkets, and give Ihe books and clothes
which had belonged to the "deceased"
to ' baritab'e Institutions. He also udd-- I
ed an Inquiry after Vernon's compan-
ion and tl'. place of Interment.

Kelly never heard from Petzer again,
nor did he hear from Vernon until a
day or two ago, when he was told that
Vernon was living nt the i'uinam
House, on I'ourth avenue, In great style.
The Central Office was notified, and De- -'

tectlve Crowley arrested Vernon yes-
terday.

Vernon made no resistance when ar-
rested, and readily admitted having sent
the letter signed Petzer, and obtaining
the money. He said he was driven to
the act bv hard luck and poverty.

In court, he pleaded guilty.
