Captured in Buffalo, He Reached
Here This Morning.

An Hour Later He Waa Committed
to Ludlow Street Jall,

Harry ©. Wilishaw, who was arrested
In Buffalo on Baturday, charged with
stealing $3M.000 from the United Htates
Nutlonal Hank., 41 Wall street, was
arralgned befors United States Commis-
[ #loner Shields this morning and com-
mitted to Ludlow Street Jall in default
of 520,000 badl,

Wiitshaw was individual bookkeeper
of the hank, and for eight years was con-
Ndentim elerk. For three years, it h
alleged, he stole from the bank, losing
the money In speculation in Wall street.
In November, 1801, n discrepancy in his
accounts was discoversd by the oMcern

of the bunk, Wiltshaw In explanation
waid he had got his sccounts hopelesaly
