PARIS, March 15. A dynamite bomb
outrage. Involving the death of the al-

leged Anarchist who threw the explo-

sive missile, was committed at about 2.45

o'clock this afternoon Inside the chief en-

trance of the famous Church of a Made-

leine. A number of people who were In

this vicinity at the time of the explo-

sion were more or less severely Injured.
A strong force of police is now In pos-

session of the Church.
At about the hour mentioned a loud

explosion was heard InBlde the church
of I. Madeleine, and a crowd of people
Immediately rushed to the scene. The
people who were first to rush up the
steps leading from the place to the
main entrance of the church found the
place filled with smoke, and from the
Inside could be heard shrieks and groans.

Near a small door, on the right of the
main entrance of the church, was the
.nattered body of a man.

Upon the body were found a number
Of papers and a portrait of Ravbachol.
the executed Anarchist.

The people who were in the church at
the time of the explosion were few in
number, as the hour was too early for
the Lenten service, at which there was
to be a sermon and which was fixed for
4 o'clock.

When the smoke had entirely cleared
away, an examlatlon was made of the
premises, and It was seen that the bomb
or Infernal machine, which had, appar-
ently, exploded prematurely while In
possession of the Anarchist, had done
but very little damage to the church.

MRS. DUNN'S DEFENSE

Hammered Her Husband to Death
to Save Her Own Life.

The Prisoner Testifies in Her Own

Behalf To-Da- y.

Witnesses Swear that Dunn Wm
Drunkard and Abused Her.

Mrs. Mary Dunn, accused of murder-- 1

lng her husband, George H. Dunn, by
beating out hln brains with a hammer
while he Blept beside their y,

In their flat, lOtJ West
Twenty-sixt- h street, the afternoon of
Oct. 14 last, took the witness-stan- d In
her own defense

Prosecutor James Osborne completed
the case for the people yesterday, the
chief witness against Mrs. Dunn being
Charles McOovern, her son
by her first husband. He told how his
mother had sent htm repeatedly fur
beer, whir h she drank herself, that day.
On returning the last time with a can
of beer the lad found his stepfather
lying on the bed covered with blood and
unconscious.

Neighbors testified that though George
H. Dunn was a big, strong man, his
wife had frequently bullied him. He,
was the engineer at the Hotel Marlbor-
ough, sober and industrious. She was a
hard drinker, and had drank up the1
proceeds of the money obtalnrd from her
husband for the purchase uf medicine
the day before thr homicide.

Policemen, matron and others testified
that Mrs. Dunn Hald after her arrest
that she killed her husband because he
had called her vile names and had re- -
fused to take back the epithets. Others
testified that the frequently locked heri
husband out of their Hat. and had often
threatened to kill him with a hammer.

Before calling witnesses, Lewis Btuy-vesa- nt

Ohanler, her lawyer, addressed
the Jury. He told them that he should
endeavor to show that George H. Dunn
was not the big, gentle man that he had
been pictured, but a brutal giant. He
related that the woman on trial for mur- -
der had been nn industrious, good
woman as the wife of McGovern. At his
death shp received some property.
Dunn, In order to get the property, per-
suaded her to marry him. H was a
hard drinker and Induced his wife to
drtnk. He spent her $3,000, took heraway from her friends, who had de-
fended her from his attacks, and the
took refuge, sought solace In drink.

She was making ready to leave the
house forever that day, when her hus-
band got up from his bed, abused and at-
tacked her. She had the hammer In her
hand, had been using It In packing up
her belongings. She struck nlm killed
him, In her own defense. The blood on
the bed was not from the wound she In-

flicted, but from hemorrhages brought
on by excesses.

Robert Henderson, of 228 Seventh
avenue, was the llrst witness for the de-
fense. He had been Mrs. Dunn's next
door neighbor for four years, and said
her character for peace and quietness
was good, while that of George H. Dunn
was bad.

Mr. Osborne The
witness said he never knew of Dunn
being arrested for fighting, but added
that he knew several people who had
had to Interfere to protect Mrs. Dunn
from him.

"What do you know personally about
Dunn's character?" asked the seventh
juror.

"I have seen hi n frequently take
liquor or beer into his house and I have
seen him drunk.'

Mme. Mejanle Somler, who had been
a witness for th prosecution, was called
!iext by Mr. ('handler. He tried to
show by her that she had seen Dunn
drunk. The witness tostlflel that she
saw Dunn come in with a pint of beer
the night before the murde.-- , had seen
him drunk frequently, and had seen him
so drunk that others carried him up-
stairs. She saw Dunn go out for bfer
twice on the day of the homicide. He
was sober at 6 A, M.. but about 8 o'clock
he staggered a ilttle.

SUTHERLAND GONE?
e

Whereabouts of the Convicted

Gravesend Justioe a Mystery.

Missing from His Home and Usual

Haunts Last Night.

Court Officials SozMwhat UDsy
Over His Disappearance.

Kenneth F. Sutherland, the favorite
Police Justice of McKane, who
was convicted last evening of oppres-
sion, which calls for imprisonment for
a year In the penitentiary besides a
heavy fine, has made himself very
scarce ever since the verdict of the
Jurv was announct.

He did not spend the night at his
home at Coney Islund, nor was he seen
at any of his accustomed haunts In
Gravesend, or In Ilrooklyn. No one has
seen him, at least that Is what his Inti-
mate friends say.

Although his lawyer, Foster L. Back-
us, hns made himself responsible for
Sutherland's appearance
morning. when he Is to be ar-
raigned for sentence, the Brooklyn court
officials are beginning to show consld-- !
crable anxiety about his disappearance.

To be sure he is still under 110.000 ball.
but that Is far from being completely
satisfactory, for the forfeiture of this
bond would hardly satisfy the demands
of Justice In the opinion of the public, so
far as the punishment of the Gravesend
Justice Is concerned.

At Sutherland's home In Gravesend,
this morning, It was said that he had
not been there during the night, and a
reporter of " The Evening World" was
Informed that he was probably In
Brooklyn nt the office of his counsel,
Mr. Backus.

A reporter called there several timesduring the morning, but the lawyer hadnot been seen there.
A clerk, who was In charge of the

office, said he expected Mr. Backus inany time. H thought that his chief
knew where Sutherland was, and that thelatter would turn up all right

Others who had seen Mr. Backus
earlier In the morning stated that he hadappeared to be very much worried andthat he had had nothing to say about
Sutherland's whereabouts.

Furey, who Is Sutherland'sbondsman, was seen He did notappear to be alarmed and said that hethought Sutherland would appear in
court and thnt he was only
keeping out of tne way to avoid un-
pleasant callers and Interviewers.

Later In the day Lawyer Backus was
seen. He said that he heard nothing
from Justice Sutherland ths m.irnlng,
and d!d not know where he was. He
did not know either where Justice Suth-
erland passed the night.

When Sutherland left the court-roo-

yesterday afternoon he went to New
York and Informed Lawyer Backus of
an address where he could he found
within an hour.

Lawyer Backus said he had no cause
for uneasiness and that Sutherland's
bondsmen were not uneasy.

The offense I only a misdemeanor and
It was not necessary for Sutherland to
be In court when the verdict, was
brought In.

Mr. Backus says he can reach Suther-
land In twenty minutes by telephone,
and expects to see him either this after-
noon or He declares that he
will appeal the caae.

The lawyer read sections 473 and 475
of the Code of Criminal Procedure to the
reporter. The first provided that a de-
fendant on ball In cases of misdemean-
or need not necessarily be present when
a Jury i omes into court. Section 475
says that If the defendant In such rases
does not appear for sentence a bench
warrant may be Issued for his arrest.

Mr. Backus said that Information had
come to him regarding the utterances of
a certain Juror. He would Investigate,
but until he had thoroughly examined
Into the matter he would make no com-
ment.
