DUCK CHU AND THE OPIUM.

The Ilruit Was KmuKKleri, but It la

Duck Chu, who waa arrested on March
8 by Secret Service Officer Britton, at
IR Mott street, for having in hU pos-
session smuggled opium, was befose
l'nlted States Commissioner Shields
this morning.

Katie Poy, a pretty Caucasian girl,
the wife of Charlie Poy, a Chinaman,
who gave the Government the Informa-
tion on which ttie arrest was made, wa4
an Interested spectator of the proceed-
ings. Katie is a slender girl of me-

dium height, with a typical oval Italian
face, lighted by large black eye.

George S. Scally, of 186 Chrystle street,
testified that he was present when the
arrest and seizure were made In Duck
Chu's house. There were forty-tw- o cans
of opium prepared for smoking, closely
packed In a zinc trunk.

At a p.evlous hearing of the case it
was shown that Duck Chu had been
seen by Katie Poy to take opium from
the trunk on three separate occaaiuna,
but It wus not proven that Duck owned
the trunk Dl Mat the opium he took
was unstamped. The ophim belonged,
presumably, to one Quong Sing with
whom Katie Poy was apparently on
verv familiar

Justice Morgan, who ap-
peared for Duck Chu. moved for the
discharge of his client without sub-
mitting any evidence.

Commissioner Shields stated that while
a case had, not been clearly made out
against Duck Chu. yet he was not pre
pared to discharge him, and would re-

serve his decision.

The struggle
lasted for over an hour, and was a most
desperate one, some of the contestants
bitnir so badly injured that they had to
be carried oft to the university hospital,
and many of them had their clothes torn
entirely from their backs.

The battle took place on the athletic
grounds at Thirty-sevent- h and Spruce
streets, the Freshmen lining tai upon
the nolth side of the field, with the big
wooden bowls in their posesion. as Is thecustom, and the Sopnmore forces as
sembllng on the south side.

There were fully 1,600 spectators of thefight within the grounds, including manv
fathers and other relatives and

friends of the combatants, who watched
the affair with the eh ept-s- t Interest,
urging on the Ir favorites with crlee and
shouts.

It wiu a little before 2 o'clock when
1'inplre Beaumont dropped his white
handkerchief as a signal for the combat
to begin. Immediately there was a rum-
ble of many feet, an.l the Freshmen, l.'eO

strong, began their rush for the .gate-
way with the precious bowl In their
midst. But the army of the Sophs, did
not permit them to go far. The two op-
posing forces came together with a
shock, and for a few minutes all that
the onlookers could see was a conTused
mass of struggling, squirming, shouting
humanity, men piled upon one another,
stray arms and legs sticking out In all
directions snd an Immense cloud ot dust
st rred up by the scurrying feet.

When things hail somewhat settled
down after the first burst of combatlve-nes- s

It was found that Osgood, the big
football player, had tackled Bowlman
I'hler ana had secured possession of the
trophy. The fight had dlvded Itself Into
sections; one'attemptlng to get the bowl-rra- n

out of the gate, which would have
been equivalent to a victory for the
Sophomores, and the other to gain pos-
session of the bowl.

Cook, Thayer, Newllag and others
were carried entirely oft their feet,
grcund down In trie- dust, trampled upon
and otherwise demoralized. Several
frantic rushes were made by the Sopho-
mores, during which Bowlman I tiler
had nearly off the clothes torn from
his back. About a half score of fighters
had their shirts torn off, and were strip-
ped to the waist.

Cuts and bruises were plen-
tiful, and blood flowed freely, but no-
