it is now usual t.i apply tin- word
"i lant" to beings not superhuman in
th'-l- height, bin merely the tallest men
and women of .mr nations,

rntll the beginning of the present cen-
tury it was universally believed that
giants, of a size very fur exceeding
those which are exhibited In our times,
formerly existed, either as nations or as
Individual sp cltnens. This belief was
based, llrst, on an asserted discovery of
colossal human bones; second, on sup-- :
posed scriptural evidence; third, on the
evidence "f various ancient and medl-- i
aeval auth.jrs.

A reference to the first volume of
Cuvler's "Ossements KobbIIos" will show
Hint the bones of elephants, rhinoceroses,
mastodons, A:c, have been exhibited and
accepted as evidence of prehistoric
giants. Kven so good a naturalist as
Huff ui fell Into this papular delusion and
tlgured the bonea of an elephant as the
remains "f human giants.

A gigantic skeleton which was found
at Trapanl, In Sicily, In the fourteenth
century, was on.--- pronounced to be that
of ihe classical giant, Polyhemus, and his
height was Calculated at ;)H0 feet. It was
pointed out that the ones differed in
lorm as well as In size from those of a
man, but this objection was easily met
by the question: Why. If his height was
sixty times as great as that of an ordl- -

i.ary man, should not his form ulso lie

"Humbles of a Naturalist," fully

Nor have our countrymen been less
credulous than their neighbors. In 1712

Dr. Increase Mather, In the " Philosoph-
ical Transactions," announced the dis-
covery of enormous bones and
Which had been round in the State of
New York, and which be regarded as af-- 1

fording evidence of th" existence of
giants of enormous size in ancient times,
The bones were In reality those of a
mastodon.

The Scripture evidence, when carefully
examined, does not amount to much.
The Hebrew words nephillm and glboriin,
which occur several times in the book of
QenealSi and which are translated
"giants," might as well be translated
"bearded," "cruel" for "violent men."
The height of Og. King ot Kushan. is
not given we are only told the length of
ills bl. And, Including bis helmet,
which was probably taken into nccount
in Hie recorded measurement, Goliath at
most did not exceed eight feet and a
half in stature, and, consequently, was
not taller than some giants of modern
days.

The classical evidence Is abundant, lint
obviously untrustworthy. Thus, Plutarch
relates that Berbonius had the grave of
Amain '. In the city of Tungis. opened,
and, "finding there his body full sixty
cubits long, was infinitely astonished,
ordered the tomb to be closed, gave his
confirmation to the story, and added
new honors to the memory of the giant."
Pliny gives to one Gabharas, an Ara-
bian, the stature of nine feet nine inches,
capping this with the mention of I'oslo
and Secumlllla, who were hulf u foot
higher.

Pliny reports also thnt an earthquake
In Crete disclosed Hie bones of a giant
forty-si- cubits in length, who was heal
bv Doric to be Orion and by others Otus.
Whxt exaggeration can do In tills way
may tie ludged from the fact that the
l'ateconlans. whos? nverage height Ib
live feet eleven Inches, are described ini
IMgafetta's "Voyage Round the World"
as so monstrous that the Spaniards'
he ids hardly reached their waists. De-
scending to more certain evidence, there
can be nc dsibt that a height of eight
and nine feet, and probably of more
than nine feet, has been attained.

There Is a skeleton in Ihe museum of
Trinity College, Dublin, eight feet six:
indies in height; that of O Brian (or
itviiel in the museum of the College "f
surgeons, of BSngland, Is eight feet two
laches, nnd thnt of a giant In the mu-
seum at Honn is eight feet, and the
actual ti. dv. with ihc soft parts attached
was probably two or three Inches longer
Hum the skeleton.
