GIGANTIC MONOPOLY PLANNED.

Just a Scheme to Give the Whole

State Over to the Senators'
Friends.

While the Senate Finance Committee
and the Assembly Committee on Ways
and Means at Albany are conducting the
Investigation Into the State's contract
with the Cataract General Electric Com-
pany It might be well for them to en-

deavor to discover If the "Hudson Rives
Transportation Company" Is not one of
the Jobs of this monster monopoly.

It might also be well for the Commit-
tees to learn from Senator Donaldson
what he meant by Introducing such a
scandalous bill Into the Legislature. In-
cidentally it would not be a bad Idea to
find out who Is back of Senator Donald-
son and the alleged authors of this
scheme.

Charles R. Huntley, of the General
Electric Company, calls the Hudson
River Cataract concern the "most sweep-- I

lng monopoly we have ever had."
I "The Evening World" called attention

to the measure In an article published
Ion March 10.

F The Donaldson bill provides that the
right be given to the Hudson
River Transportation Company to paral-li- l

any railroad, canal, telegraph or tele-
phone line In New York State, and to
control the canals, rivers and other
waterways as well.

Gov. Flower seems to have lent him-
self to the Niagara contract scheme,
having signed the contract while a bill
to repeal the power of the Superintend-
ent of Public Works to make such a
contract was'pendlng in the Legislature
It also appeurs that the draft of the
contract was prepared In the Governor's
office. Now the Legislature would like
to know what it all means. The con-
tract Is considered little more than a
steal, but it is a picayune affair In com-
parison with the Hudson River Trans-
portation Company Job. That Is simply
a marvel. The men who net as sponsors
for the concern are thought to be mere
llgureheads. Thomns C. Piatt is known
to be interested in the Niagara Com-pany. The men whose names are

An "Evening World" reporter asked
Mr. Andrews about the scheme if whlci
he Is he ostensible parent, an Inquired
If his concern hid any connection with
the Niagara Company. Mr. Andrews Is
a great slnller. lie Slid:

"I don't know anything (smiles) nbtnit
the Niagara Falls Company, or the
Nicaragua Canal Company, or the
smiles), nor the Panama Canal Com-
pany, not the route to the North Polo
(laughter). 1 only want to get a charter
to bring water from Up the Stnte (smiles
again), and Indirectly to use the Hudson
River tunnel."

"What about the electricity clause In
your hill?"

"Well. I'll tell yhu," snid Mr. An-
drews smiling again. "The Hudson
River tunnel Is twenty-fou- r feet In di-

ameter, allowdng the passage of Pullmnn
palace cars. When the new bridge Is
liullt the railroad will abandon the tun-
nel. Six feet out of the twenty-fou- r Is
all we need for our water pipes. This
leaves eighteen feet, which we can
utilize for cables carrying light and
power, telephone wires nnd other things.
It is better to enrry entiles through the
tunnel than to lay them on the bed of
the river, where they may get broken."

The Cataract Company has offices at
IS Itroad street.

"We are simply building a great elec-
trical plant ut Niagara Falls." said

Wlckes, "to sell our power to
all nppllcants. I know nothing of the
Hudson Itlver Transportation ('ompany.
except that we expect this Company to
come to us for power, the same as any
other large company which wants to
purchase electricity."

Charles It. Huntley, who Is the man-age- r

of the General Electrical Company
at Buffalo, said:

"No company now In existence can
compete with an octopus of the char-
acter the Niagara win assume when It
Is fully under way. The extent of the
scheme Is shown In Senator Donaldson's
hill, which gives almost unlimited priv-
ileges to the Hudson River Transportat-
ion Company. To give the State Canal
franchise to the Cataract Company was
an outrage. This is the most sweeping
monopoly we have ever had. and it
should not be tolerated an Instant by
the people of the State. To give the
canal to this Company as a highway for
their cables Is a disgrace to the Legis-
lature."

Once in control of the electrical busi-
ness of the State the monopoly wdll not
only have "harnessed Niagara." but
will have harnessed the people of this
State as well.

A thick fog had settled over the sea, and
the engine, were only run fast enough to
give the vessel headway.

The fog I.M. at 8.l5 A. M. and then
a huge Iceberg was sighted a few miles
away. The steamship pushed her way
through the fine at half speed until the
folowlng miming, when another dense
fog sel in. Then u gale followed snd the
vessel, hemmed In by Ice, was stopped
and was at the mercy of the elements.

The vessel was again started, and
steerd t. Field Ice Us
large quantities, very thick and dan-
gerous, was passed day after day, the
steamship dodging In and out to keep
In the clearest water.

When In lat. 44.64, long. 46.21, on the
afternoon of March 18. the vessel passed
six large icebergs. Heyond them clear
water was sighted, and soon the Georgia.
was In compaiatlve safety, in the nve
days during which the steamship waa
In the field of tee the utmost caution had
to be observed in the handling of the
craft, r.very available man was kept
on the lookout.

The area of the Ice field surprised Capt.
Laurie and the solidity of ths Ice was
remarkable. During the fogs It was
often Impossible to see the Ice M0 yards
ahead.

m.i l.iiiii.- asy that the Icebergs
were anusually fantastic In shape. One,
especially, looked exactly like a huge
cathedral, with spires, porches and all
manner of grotesque carvings and dec-
orations. He estimates that ths Ice-
field waa at least 350 miles In length,
and that he traversed an ice distance
(Jf 515 miles.

After clearing the Ice and getting Into
open water, the steamship ran Into an
Immense school of porpoises. One of the
crew, 'apt. Laurie says, is prepared to
make un affidavit that one of the por-
poises Jumped in at the stove-l- n star-
board bow of the steamer and popped
out at the other.

The State of Oeorgia docked at the
South Central pier, Brooklyn, where .be
will be repaired.

The I'teamers Kansas City, Venetla
nnd Gellert and the American clipper
Gen. Knox, which arrived in this pssjt
yesterday, ulso encountered vast quanti-
ties of Ice.

Thursday last the Gellert passed elk
enormous and had to use ex-
treme care to avoid disaster. The Kansas
City hud to bear away to the southwest
many miles to keep away from a clump
of no lesB than thirty-fou- r Icebergs of
assorted sizes, which were floating di-
rectly in the track of passenger steam-
ers.

The lookout of the Gen. Kneat
counted thtrty-tw- u icebergs tn one day,
and fur thirty-si- hours, for a distance
of ij" miles sK'it.-- the southern edge oft
an immense icefield.

The Venetla last Thursday slghtsd aa
Iceberg l.UUu feet long anil over 160 fet
high, anl ..uini; to the heavy wind and
sea. was forced to puss within half, a
mile of the monster.
