TURIN, March 28 Tho funeral ser- -

Ices ovsr the remains of Loull KOIIUth
were held this morning In the Kvangel-Ica- l

Church, beginning at 9 o'clock.
The city was crowded with sightseers,

and the streets presented a most remark-
able appearance, owing to the Immense
number of Hungarians In full National
costume. On all sides were to be seen
mourning1 emblems and crape-drape- d

Bags.
Ttas coffin, Inside the church, rested

upon a handsome catafalque, and was
covered with flowers. In addition, the
church was filled with floral emblems
aent from all parts of Hungary as well
as from many points In Kurope.

Prominent among the floral offerings
was a magnificent wreath of immortelles
aent by Joseph Pulitzer, proprietor of
the New York "World."

Standing picturesquely around the
catafalqua was a guard of honor of
Hungarian students.

Italian. The choir then sang a choral
hymn, written by L,uther, and an anthem
composed by Palestrlna.

After the simple ceremonies the coffin
was placed upon a funeral car, drawn by
four horses, and the funeral profession
moved slowly towards the rnllroad sta-
tion. The cortege was headed by a de-

tachment of mounted Municipal Ouapla,
followed by the Municipal Hand, play-
ing funeral marches; the Mayor of Turin
and (Jen. Turr Markus, tho Deputy
Mayor of Bitdape.st, and Deputy
Rohoncsy, representing the Hungarian
Diet. Then came the pallbearers, and
after them followed the funeral cnr.

Behind the coflln were the sons and
other relatives of the great Hungarian,
and next came deputations from Hun-
garian societies, from countless I tall in
societies and from the Ct.trlhaMlan asso- -

clatlons. These were followed by the
representatives of innumerable Masonic
lodges, and behind them was the main
body of the Hungarians and other peo-
ple who took part In the procession. In
all, there were twenty banners, draped
with crape, carried by the delegations
which took part In tl. funeral parade.B When the coffin hud I een placed In the
mortuary at the Static n the Mayor of
Turin delivered a most sympathetic ora-
tion and then formally handed over the
remains to (Jen. Turr Markus, who re-

ceived them with a graceful speech on
behalf of the municipality of Budapest.

The train bearing the Hungarian del-
egations will leave Turin fur Buda-
pest at 4 o'clock this afternoon, and
the special train bearing the remains of
Kossuth back to his native land will
leave at 9 P. M. Both trulns are ex-

pected to reach Budapest enrly to-
morrow morning.
