MANCINI BROTHERS TESTIFY.

Vincenso De Vito, whom “The Evening
World" exposed, was held for the Grand
Jury by Justice Walsh, in the Adams
Btreet Pollce Court, In Hrooklyn, this
morning.

It wus known by sll of the defendant's
friends that his examination on the
oharge of perjury in falsely procuring a
nuturalization paper for Flllppo Mancini
wns to be held at 11 o'clock this morning,
and the court room was filled with denl-
zens of Mulberry and Mott streets who
gpend thelr lelsure In De Vito's bank
and gambling house at & Mulberry
street.

Just before the case of De Vito was
called Deputy Clerk Thomas H. Yorke,
of the Counly Court of Kings County,
entered the court with the record of the
Naturalization Bureau upon which Fil-
ippo Muncinl's, name had been forged.
He laid the book on the table and was
the first witness called,

De Vito took u seat beslde his counsel.
His short black halr stood up almost
stralght, and his face, sullen and se-
vere, bore a look of unusual flerceness.
He watched every step of the proceed-
Ings attentlvely, and sometimes turned
hlp hewl nlmost around to take a look
nt the audlence,

Lawyers Miles & Stapleton sappeared
for the defence, and Assistant Distriet-
Atorney Clurke represcented the Peu;-lu.
Clerk Yorke ldentifled the noturalization
piper, lsued to Fllippe Mancinl, as the
one made out in his oMee. He testitied
that he administersd the oiath personally
to the man who represented himself to
be Filippe Mancinl, of 08 Hudson street,
Brooklyn, when the paper was obtalned,
and Lo the witness, who represented him-
self to be Willlam Sweunders, of Brook-
lyn, and ciaimed he had known Man-
cinl to hnve been a  resident of the
United States since he was elghteen
‘enrs old. Clerk Yorke looked rt De
lto, wnd gald he was not one of the
nien who had taken the oath falsely.

The nnturallzation paper {8 signed bly
John Cottier, Clerk of th Court, al-
though It was issued by Deputy Yoke.

Lawyers Bm#lemn and Mlles attempted
to mike much out of this, and forced
Deputy Clerk Yoke to ndmit there Is
nothing on the records of the Court to
Bhow that the onth was not adminls-
tered by Clerk Cottler himself. |

Mr, Yorke sald that when the per-
urers appeared before him  County
udge Moor was behind the desk a few
feet from Mr., Yorke, and saw the whole
proceeding,

Pillppn Mancini was called next. He
Identied the per which forms part of
the record of the Court ns the one he
ecelved at De Vito's place of business.

¢ described how he met a representa-
tive of "“The Evening World" and was
engnged to produce the naturallzation
paper, He then related in detall his
dealings with e Vito up to the time
when the paper was handed him by
“Perry” Canale In De Vito's store one
day last week,

He was expliclt on the point that he
made the bargain with De Vito himself,
and thut the first deposit of §10 for the
paper was maide to De Vito's clerk,

he diéfense then attempted to throw
the whole responsibility for the affair
on Perry Canale, De Vito's accompllce
who has not been captured. A lunf o
searching examinntion of the witness
was the result. The question was put
to Maneinl In every shupe concelvable,
“Who was It that handed you the
pll"xmr?"

hix questioning only served to bring
out the fact stronger than ever that De
Vito was present when Mancinl recelved

the paper and say It before It was
handed to Mancinl.
Manoinl sald that fourteen or fifteen

pirsons were In De Vito's pliace of bual-
ness at the time, nnd five or six were in
Immedinte proximity to himself, De Vito
and Perry Canale when the paper was
dellversd,

The clerk was behind the counter of
the bank and the bartender behind the
bar, Perry Canale and De Vito were
also bhehind the counter In the bank,
De Vit being & few feet from Canale,
Canale anked Vito, as he held the

aper in his hand, whether Mancinl was

“Yes! all ight,” sald De Vito, and the
paner wias passed to Mancinl by Canale.

Distriet-Attorney Clarke then took a
hund In the examination and brought
out the foct strongly that Ire Vito saw
the paper; that his clerk examined ft,
and sald It was a \'err handsoma doou-
ment and that De Vito's clerk, at
Vito's bldding, received the 35 which was
to be pald upon its dellvery and gave
B0 cents, change to Mancinl

Tommase Mancinl, brother of Filippo,
wis the next witness called,

He recognlzed De Vito, and sald he
knew De Vito had en to procure a
certificnte of naturalization for Filippe.

Lawyor Stapleton immediately brought

Im to time when the paper was de-
Ivered to Millppo with the intent of
showing that De Vito had nothlrlﬁ to do
with the transaction. Tommaso Mancini
remembered distinotly that It was on or
about March 22, at 11 o'clock In the fore-
noon whep he went to De Vito's bank
with his brother to receive the paper.

The Emperor, who was accompanied by
w wmall sulte, was welcomed on the
plutform by Emperor Willlam, who had
personally superintended all the ar-
rangements for the reception of the Em-
peror of Austrin.

The two Emperors. upon meeting,
kissed each other twice, and were driven
together to Abbazia. The reception ac-
corded o Francis Joseph was  most
hearty and enthusiastie.  Triumphal
arches were erected over the streets
through which the two Emperors were
to pass, the town was handsomely dec-
orated with  bunting, and enormous
crowids cheered themselves honrse as the
Emperors drove by,

After arriving at the resldence pre-
pared for him, Emperor Francls Joseph
changed the Prussian unlform which
he had been wearing and pald a visit
to the Empress of Germany, The Em-
press then presented the young Princes
to the Austrinn Emperor, and luncheon
was served later In the apartments of
the Empress.

Emperor Willlam has planned to take
smperor Francis Joseph for a sall on
his yacht, the Christobel, after lunch-
eon, and later In the afterncon the two
Emperors will be present at a recep-
tlon on board the German warship
Moltke, nt anchor off Abbazia.

The reception an board the warship
promises %o be a very brilllant affair.
Tke fore deck of the Moltke has been
transformed {nto A charming tent, and
the deck has been covered with Oriental
curpets. Emperor Willlam had a splen-
