BIG RAILROAD DEAL

Cincinnati, Hamilton and Daytea
Makes New Conditions.

The most Important consolidation of
railroad Interests nude In a long time
has been effected by the establishment
of a new North and South system ot
the Cincinnati. Hamilton and Dayton
and the Cincinnati Southern, better
known in the railroad world as the
cju.-.-- and Crescent, for Borne time past
a part of the Erlanger system.

The deal will give a continuous route
from the great lakes, at Toledo, to the
Crescent City, with numerous subsidiary
lines branching out at places ot Impor-
tance.

It was really this deal which brought
H.ii.iii Erlanger to this country, and not
the sale of the Cherokee lands, as many
supposed.

From the railroad man's point of view
the consolidation Is of great Importance,
as it will cause th C H. and I). to
extend Its system from the present
termlnll to New Orleans In the South
and Texas In the Southwest.

The Cincinnati. Hamilton and Dayton
became famous a few years ago by rea-
son of " Napoleon" Ives's manipulations
in the stock market.

The bonds have gone up 15 points sine
the announcement of the consolidation.
