Many Quit from Buildings Howlnllgrlm of the Millionaire’s Office

retained. As the Brotherhood comprigps
the majority of carpenters, and is ILe
strongest Individual order among trudes
unlons, the task became a dificult one.

The Arst shot in the Nght was fired at
the bullding of the Home Life Insurance
Company, on Broadway, near Murray
street, thls morning, when all the car-
penters belonging to the Brotherhood
were notifled to leave, and members of
the Progressive, United and Amalga-

| mated Unions took thelr places,

The new bullding of the Postal Tele-
Eriph Company came next. As the con-
tractors nre anhead of time in thelr work
on that bullding they concluded that the
ensiest way out of the difficulty was to
lay off all the carpenters regardless of
what unions they afilinted with, which
was done. There were about 1235 of
them in all.

At the BManhattan Life Bullding the
Brotherhood refused to call its men out,
and as a consequence over 300 men Iald
down thelr tools and marched out. They
comprise members of the Flasterers’,
Electrical Wire, Painters’, Tilelayers’,
Marble-Cutters’ and Ornamental Plaster-
ers' Unlons,

The Brotherhood carpenters also re-
