The
courts Incur a serious responsibility by

the careless Issue of naturalization pa-

llets, and have a direct Interest In tlte
erection of proper safeguards against de-

ception and fraud on the part of ap-

plicants. The crimes dragged to light
by "The Evening World" arc of a start-
ling character, and If they do not show
collusion they at least Indicate gross
carelessness In the courts. An honest,
upright judicial officer like Judge Qteger-Ic- h

naturally desires to render such
scandals Impossible.

The law strives to guard the purity
of the ballot-box- , and, as has recently
teen seen, Inflicts heavy i . naltles on
those who are guilty of wilfully allow-
ing a single Illegal vole to be polled at
an election.
