proposal, that he had talked over fam-

ily matters.
Then, continuing, he said: "I never

asked the plaintiff to give up any child,
I never ut any time spoke of marriage lo
the plaintiff before the death of my late
wife."

Denying the conversation which Miss
Pollard sail took place ut the Hoffman
House, to the effect that a company had
been formed by Whitney and Tain lull,
which he was to represent, he said that
he had no seen the plaintiff on the 311th

of April, ihat he had not been absent
for a moment from the side of his wife
thai day. us he hud not been married
forty-eigh- t hours. He never had any
business arrangements with the gentle-
men mentioned, never contemplated a
visit to Kurope; never spoke of Intending
marriage.
