.

Byrnes Takes Action in the Case
of the Ward Detective.

Lynch, the Man Who Was Brutally
Beaten. Still Missing.

Hearing of the Case In the Tombs
ii Postponed

Supt Ryrntl this morning suspended
Capt. O'Conner's ward detective, George
Sheridan, who is charged with having
brutally clubbed John J. Lynch, a milk-
man, of Jersey City. In Henry Poynton's
pool-roo- in the Merchant's Hotel.
Vst and Cortlundt street. Tuesday

a "t moon.
Sheridan's hearing on a charge of as-

sault was to have taken place before
Justice Talntor In Tombs Court
but on account of the failure of Lynch
to appear, It was adjourned until 10

o'clock
Police officers went to and from the

Tombs Police Court With mysterious
frequi ncy during the morning hours to-

day, and all seemed to he Interested In
the one question: "Has Lynch ap-

peared?"
Capt. O'Connor carried on a whispered

conversation with Lawyer Joe Moss
about thf case, and then went out to
the steps of the building and gazed up
and down the Street anxiously.

While he was there Lawyer Moss.
Who yesterday secured an adjournment
of the case to enable Lawyer Howe to
be present, went up to the desk in front
of Justice Talntor and without referring
to his chief, said the defense was ready
to proceed.

By his side was Detective Sherldin,
dressed in a neat new Spring coat and
smiling confidently. The Htnlle broad
ened into a grin when Lawyer O'Neill.
representing the complainant, announced
that Lynch had not yet appeared.

"Hut I have assurances he will te
here," added Mr. O'Neill, "and I ask
for a short delay."

This was granted.
At 10.3" o'clock Mr. Moss again asked

Justice Talntor to call the caap. saying
Detective Sheridan was required to re--

at at headquarters, and that. If the
plaintiff was not ready to proceed, his
client ought to be dismissed.

"There might be an important case
waiting for him." added Mr. Mots
blandly, which made even Justice Taln-
tor smile at the assumption that the
police force of New York would be
seriously handicapped by the absence for
a few hours of the detective who has
secured celebrity as the bouncer for a
pool-roo-

Lawyer O'Neill said he had one witness
presnt. and would proceed with his ex-L-

nation If the Court desired. Jus-
tice Talntor said the complainant should
'ie present, and asked Mr. O'Neill what
insurance he had that Lynch would ap-
pear.

"The assurance of a Mr. Mason who
saw Lynch between 12 and 1 o'clock
this morning." said the lawyer.

Mason was then called and said he
saw Lynch in J 'rsey. and had been told
by uie latter that he would positively
appear at l' o'clock.

The Justice said he would hold the
case over for a short time. An hour
later. It was called again, and as Lynch
was not present. It was adjourned until
10 o'clock

Lawyer Moss insisted on a dismissal.
saying, as Lynch lives In another Stae.
'he Court could not compel him to be
present.

"We will do our best." said the Justice.
"You will, at least, make the hearing

peremptory?" asked Mr.
Moss.

for ten days, which will ruin the sheep.

Despatches from Grand Junction say a
large herd Is headed for Colorado, ac-

companied by forty-fiv- e armed men, and
1,000 sheep are reported coming on the
Grand Mesam with 100 armea cattle-
men riding to head them off. Seven
thousand sheep afe crossing th- State
tine near Prulta, and all classes of citi-
zens ar' preparing to resist their move-
ments.

Sheep have ruined the graalng lands
in I'tah and Nevada, and the approach
ing herds would also ruin the Grand
River counties In this State and pollute
Gunnison River,

INSANE IN A HOTEL.

Mrs. Hedges Alarms the Guests

in the Vanderbilt.

Prevented from Jumping Out of a
Third-Stor- y Window.

Mri, Ellen Hedges, thirty-tw-o years
old. of Pine Plains, N. .7.. was trtketi
from the Vanderbilt Itotel, Forty-secon- d

street and Lexington avenue, this morn-
ing to Dellevuo Hospital, Insane. Before
she is removed from the hotel she
alarmed all the guentu In the place, bit
her husband, and hud a desperate Strug-
gle with a policeman.

Mrs. Hedges and her husband regis-

tered at the Vanderbilt Hotel at 5 o'clock
laat night. They were assigned to a
room on the third floor, on the Lexington
avenue Hide.

Just after 4 o'clock thin mornhiK a
ticket agent in the Grand Central Depot.
a a ik tile- through Forty second street,
was surprised to llnd a Woman In her
nWdii rt.'t t.. standing on the sill of a
third-stor- w lndow of the hotel. Her
position was a perilous one. and the
iiKnt shouted to her to go hack Into the
room. The woman held on to the sash of
the window, her hair hanging down her
back, and Hcreamed, "I'm going to
Jump."

The woman was Mrs. Hedges. Tier
screams arid the cries of the ticket agent
attracted the attention of Policeman
Hughes, who rushed up Into the hotel
When he reached the woman's room, he
found Mr. Hedges trying to persuade his
wife to come Into the room. He was
afraid to go near her for fear she would
Jump to the Htreet.

Hughes seized the woman In his arms
an l carrie. her into the room. Then a
great struggle followed. She uttered
piercing shrieks ns she fought desperately
With her husband and the policeman.
Th" people in the street attempted to
enter the hotel, but were prevented by
the night clerk. Guests in the hotel,
aroused by the commotion, believing that
the house was afire, crowded into the
halls and hotel office.

It was ten minutes before Mrs. Hedges
could be subdued. Before that time she
bad bitten her husband in the right
arm and torn the policeman's uniform.
He had been compelled to handle the
woman roughly, as had also at-
tempted to bite him.

He held her while the husband tele-
phoned to llellevue Hospital for un am-
bulance. When the surgeon arrived he
diagnosed the case as one of acute mania
and the patient was taken to the Insane
Pavilion, where she will b examined to-
day.

Mrs. Hedge! had Just gotten over a
severe attack of the grip, and her mind
has been weak ever since. Her husband,
it Is said, was bringing her to New York
for treatment under a specialist.

Frankel advanced upon the now thor-
oughly frightened man, clutching his
fingers nervously, sinking the finger
nails Into the flesh deep enough to bring
blood,

"Yon better hurry." the maniac ad-
monished, "for the angela are waiting
to take me away.
