Legislature Imposed On in the
Fifth Avenue Road Case.

Property-Owne- rs Will Not Consent

to the Proposition.

It appears from Investigation made by
"The E'enlng World" that the attempt
now being made to obtnln a franchise
for n street railroad In lower Fifth
aveniiQ Is a good ileal of n bunco, The
Metrojiolltan Street Hallway Cnmpati),
better known its tne llrondwny Traction
Syndicate, In whose Interest tin- bill for
a railroad on Fifth avenue was Intro-
duced In the Legislature by Assembly-- I

man Hoche, has Informed the public and
the Legislature that tlm necessary con-

sents of the property-owner- s to permit
tlii- - construction of the road could be
obtulned. This does not appear to be
the case.

The Fifth Axcnuc Ilallrond Company,
which ns organized for the purpose of
keeping a railroad off Fifth avenue, has
the consents of the majority of propTty-owner- a

for a road. This paradoxical

I.oew. of the Fifth Avenue Com-
pany, yesterday.

The Company Is romposed of Fifth

It was the understanding, however,
that If a railroad was to be built on

'an eUdence of good faith for the keep-
ing of the compact, the consents to
such a rallrond were signed.

lie alleges that Kempshall told him
thit he was President of the Company,
nnd that It had a capital of (20,000. He
swears Kempshall also told him the
Company owned the patent rights of sev-

eral devices, among them being "The
Invisible Hook nnd Eye," "Dr. Kemp-rhali- 's

Celebrated Waving Iron" for
crimping hair, a patent paper fastener
and a patent button fastener.

Upon these representations, Johnson
says he was Induced to Invest the
fl.SoO. He swears that he has since
learned that " The 13. Kempshall Com-
pany" Is a foreign corporation. Incor-
porated nnd doing business tn tbe State
of Connecticut; that It has not a capital
of H.0,0"0, and In fact, he alleges no cap-
ital nt all.

He further alleges that the Kempshall
Company does not own the patent rights
which he swears Kempshall represented
It did.

Attached to Johnson's affidavit Is one
signed by Albert Derby, of Vermont,
who swears he wan present when
Kempshall Induced Johnson to Invest
the money.

Before the boy had time to look for
the name he says the man made him
drink some whiskey" by forcing the neck
of the bottle Into his mouth and pouring
the liquor down his thioat.

The boy's story Is discredited bv the
Society agents, who have Investigated
the case. Thomas was held In 3300 ball
by Justice Blmms and placed In the
hands of Gerry's Society for examina-
tion mornli.g.
