MEYER'S BURGLARS?

Through the arrest of two prisoners,
who are safely lodged behind the bars
In the strongest cells at Police Head-
quarters Inspector McLaughlin
believes that he will be enabled soon to
secure and bring to Justice all who
were engaged In the looting of Christo-
pher Mejer's mansion at Maspeth, L. I.,
on the night of Dec. 22 last,' ai well as
the series of other robberies that have
ben perpetrated on Long Island during
the last six months. '

The prisoners are Michael Sherlock,
thirty-fo- years old, of 077 Grand
street, this city, and Michael Madden, of

J ICO Third street. Long Island City.
v They were arrested at the d
" address by Detectives McCauley and

O'Brien, at 10.30 last night, and this
morning were remanded to the custody
of Inspector McLaughlin by Justice Mc- -
Mahon In Jefferson Market Court.

i The arrests resulted from a clue found
..after the robbery of the residence of
J John M. Wheeler's residence In Brldge- -

' port. Conn., on the night of March 1.

There were five men Implicated In that
midnight raid. They were surprised at
their work and one of them,
Edward J. Fltzpatrlck, of Long Island
City, in .his attempt to escape, was shot
and mortally wounded.

He died In the hospital a few days
later, but. It Is said, refused to divulge
the names of his accomplices.

Thomas Ktnsella, alias "Big Tom,"
and William Mahoney, alias "William
Henry," two bold and. expert house-
breakers, were captured, but Sherlock
and Madden succeeded In making their
escape and In avoiding apprehension by
the police of Bridgeport, Long Island
City, New York and Brooklyn until last
night.

Inspector McLaughlin had heard that
Sherlock had been In the habit of call-
ing on a woman at 577 Orand street,
and ten days ago detailed Detectives
McCauley and O'Brien to watch the
place. The house was kept under the

"closest surveillance night and day, and
the detectives were about to give up
their vigil In the belef that the robbers
had fled the country, when to their great
astonishment they walked boldly Into
the house last night.

The thieves made no resistance. The
glaring muzzles of two revolvers that
pointed at their heads, when the detec-
tives entered the unlocked door, con-
vinced the astonished pair that such a
course would be useless, and recalled,
no doubt, memories of tnelr dead com-rari- p

I'ltzpatrlck's fate.
They were taken to Police Headquar-

ters and locked up, and this morning
were photographed for' the Itogues' Gal-
lery. They will be held to awnlt requi-
sition papers from Lenox, Mass , as
there nie more serious charges against
them there.

Sherlock, Fltzpatrlck and Klnsclla were
arrestel by the Long Island City police
for the Meyer robbery shortly after It
occurred, hut were discharged because of
lack of evkunce.

Slienock was the leader and organizer I

of the gang. There ore at least thirty
robberies uttrlbuted to him and his pals,
In everv instance the robberies were re-
markable for the boldness of the plans,
the coolness of the perpetrators and the
precision and thorougnness of execution.

Among the boldest of the masked
burglars' exploits was the robbery of
Wink's Hotel In Woodslde, a short time
prlir to the Meyer affair. They entered
through a second-stor- y window. While
two of them kept guard over the pro-
prietor, his wife and two daughters, the
other three looted the house and got
away with nbout 1,600.

VENABLE A SUICIDE1.

Son of the Retired Commodore

Cuts His Throat

He Was Despondent Because of His

Wife's Illness.

She Has Not Been Told of Her
Husband's Act.

Walter Venable, thirty-nin- e years old,
a salesman for Cassldy & Co., 93 Front
street, and who lived with his wife at
2453 Eighth avenue, crossed over to Will-
iamsburg this morning and committed
suicide In the house of a relative.

Venahte Is the son of Commodore
Thomas P. Venable, now on the retired
list of the navy. His domestic life was
very happy, and It Is said by his friends
that he and his wife Idolized each other.
Recently, however, Mrs. Venable's health
has been falling her, and a short time
ago the husband was told by the doctor
that the woman had not long to live.
This seemed to affect him deeply, and
since then his conduct has been very
strange.

Venable left his home at an early
hour this morning, and at 7.30 called
on his cousin, George King, of 247 Cal-ye- r

street, Greenpolnt. King, who had
not seen his relative for a year, greet-
ed him warmly, and the two sat down
for a rmlet chat.

"I never saw Walter In better spirits
In my life." said Mr. King to an "Even-
ing World" reporter this morning. "He
chatted about the weather, business nnd
other subjects, and seemed very lively
and Jolly, Finally, he asked me If I
would let him look ot my pistol, to see
If It was like one that had been offered
to him, but my pistol was being re-
paired, and I told him to."

After this Venable continued to chat
gayly for some time, and then went up-
stairs to the bathroom. As he did not
return In the course of half an hour, Mr.
King became anxious, and knocked on
the door. There was no repsponse, and
after repeated knocking, King burst In
the door, nnd found his cousin lying full
length In tho bath-tu- his throat cut
from ear to ear.

In his hand was a small penknife, and
It Is considered strange that Venable
managed to make such a gash as he did
with such a weapon. A physician who
was called In says that the man must
have been sawing away at his throat forfully itilnut. 1 -

K,When found Venable was dead. Mr.
King has taken charge of the body, and
will probably take charge of the funeral
after the Inquest by Coroner Creamer.
Mrs. Vehable has not been notified of her
husband's death as yet, and bv order of
her physician she will be kept In Igno-
rance of It, for some time, as In her pres-
ent feeble condition the shock might prove
fatal.
