Bill Extending Them in New York
Passes the Assembly.

Allows City Executives to Make Up

Their Own Governments.

Sulzer Dovrlops Into n Humorist nnd

ALBANY, April 19.-- Tho Assembly
has passed the Sheffield bill, giving the
coming Majors of New York the power
to remove and appoint heads of city
departments.

On March 3, 1832, Justice Abra-
ham Lnwrpnee hnnded down n decision
declaring this Nebraska decree to bo
null and void, and granted our client
the separation she sought,

"The question naturally arises, what,
under the circumstances, was the legal
status of wife No. '1, whom hu had mat-rle-

after securing the divorce and be-

fore Justice Lawrence declared It null
and void.

"As he married her In Nebraska, the
marriage Is legal, even In New York.
Had he married her In New York ho
would have been guilty of bigamy. Of
course the New York courts would up-
hold the first wife's claims upon him ns
against those of the second, but strange
to say, so far as the world at large Is
concerned, wife No 2 is his lawful wife.

"Now that he dies possesr-- of prop-
erty In New York, wife No. 1 Is entitled
to her dower. If his property were In
Nebraska she could not enforce her
claim to a cent of It. The three children
by the second manlage nre legitimate.
Now that he Is dead, wife No. I can as-
sert her right to possession of his body
and would be upheld by our courts."
