That Ib What Is Promised Long
Island Beaidents.

Company Proposes to Build an Ele-

vated Bicycle Road.

New T.tne Will Competo with Irons
Island Hnllrontl

DOSTON April 21. B. Moody Doynton
said last evening that a contract had
Just been signed In a n rail-
road ofl.ee In New York for the con-
struction of an elevated, double-trac- k

bicycle railroad structure from the city
line of where It connects with
the Kings County Elevated road nt
Woodhaven, through the towns and
cities of Long Island, fifty miles to Dell-por- t.

The President of the Long Island
IJoyntan Illcyclo Railroad Company Ls

Frederick W. Duntan, who was found
by an "Evening .Vorld" reporter thla
morning at the new oflicis of tUe Com-
pany at 10$ Fulton street.

After reading the ubove despatch he
said that Mr. lloyn'on's alleged an-

nouncement wns somewhat premature
and that he had undoubtedly been mis-

understood.
"It Is true," sild Mr. Dutton, "that all

the preliminary arrangements for organ-
izing our construction company and going
ahead with the building of the road have
been completed. Hut : a contract has
yet been signed.

The construction company. In fact,
has no legal existence as yet, so no
contract Is possible, although I know thb
name of every man who will be a
director In It, and nearly all of those
who will subscribe to its securities.

"Within sixty dnys the statements
contained ln that despatch will be true,
but there ls no use ln anticipating Mich
matters. We believe ln going ahead
slowly and cnrefully.

" The Long Island Railroad has had
the people who depend upon It at Its
mercy tn the past, and It has treated
the public In such an overbearing man-n- et

tbnt It really hasn't a friend ln the
world, even among ItB own servants,

"We propose to fight this monopoly
to the bitter end, and we will cither
succeed or fall ln the attempt. This
bicycle road Is a system which can be
constructed and operated at
the expense of an ordinary steam rail-
road, und we will reach every point on
Ixing Island with an outlay of 18,000,000,
wheieas the Long iBland road ls capi-
talized at )30.0U0,v00.

"It Is not .true that the first contract
v.111 be for, the construction of fifty
miles of road to Heliport, as stated In
the despatch. We will begin with a
contract for twenty-fiv- e miles. It is
the first twenty-fiv- e miles of road that
will be the most difficult. When that
ls once accomplished, I am certain we
can get $10 for every dollar vre ask for.

"We shall parallel every road belonging
to the Island Company, running
one line along the south shore, one along
the north shore and a third through the
centre. Applications have already been
prepnred to present to the Boards of Su-
pervisors of Queens and Suffolk Coun-
ties asking for commissions ln each
county to approve the routes laid out
and giving authority to secure rights ofway under the Rapid Transit act.

"These will be submitted within a few
days, and then we can go ahead at once.
When th.' work Is actually under way
the progress will be very rapid. I ex-
pect to see fifty or sixty miles of the
lines completed and ln operation before
Jan. 1 next.

"There will be no time tables on the
Dlcycle road," said Mr, Dunton. "All
that sort of thing will be thrown to the
winds. Cars will be run separately or ln
trains, and it will be real rapid transit.
If a person misses one train lie will only
have to wait a few minutes and another
will come along.

"The best of terminal facilities have
been secured from the Brooklyn ICIevated
Railroad, which Is working with us In
this matter, so that there will be no
difficulties or obstacles to overcome ln
thnt direction."

Mr. Duntuu declined to give any
names at present of those who would
be Interested ln the new construction
company. The certificate of Incorpora-
tion will probably be tiled within the
next week or two.

The scheme of a bicycle railroad on
Long Island was first conceived about
a year ago, when a company, called the
Ixing Island Roynton lilcycle Company,
was formed, and a track was built be-
tween Bellport and Patchhogue, through
a tract of country owned by Mr, Dunton.

The passengers are to be carried In n
car propelled by electricity and divided
Into compartments. It Is said that dur-
ing a trial trip the cars made nB high
as 70 miles an hour. It Is claimed that
on a long run a speed of 100 miles can
be attained. The portion of the road
already built ls a surface line, but It ls
proposed to replace It with nn elevated
structure.
