W. H. Fogp'i O.ft to the Children's Aid
Society to Bo a Model Building and

School for Tiny Unfortunate!.

Architect William Hussell. of No. 71

Broadway, has Just completed V nns for
a model children's lodging-hous- e for the
Children's Aid Society, of this city. It la
the gift of the late W. II. Fogg, under
the ter.'ns of whoe will $39,000 was pro-

vided for the building. The site, Fifty-thir- d

street, Just tlfty feet east of Elev-
enth avenue, cost as much more. It ls
numbered K0 West Fifty-thir- d Etreet.
The plot of ground ls a large one, pro-
viding, in addition to the site for the
bu'Ulng, a large plaj ground In the rear
for the use of both boys und girls, di-
vided, of course.

It was the wish of the donor of the
building that the structure should be a
model Institution of the kind, and surpass
anything of the same nature In xlstencc.
Architect Hussell and the Fogg and
Children's Aid Society trustees spent con-
siderable time arranging every detail of
the structure, so that It would embody
all the Improvements found lacking In
the twenty-liv- e other buildings owned by
the society In this city. Hverythlng is
now ready for the builders to begin
vv ork.

Tne old building of the society, at No.
n73 West Fifty-secon- d street, which has
for jears furnished school facilities, with
a dormltorj attachment, but was greatly
In need of repairs, will be sold and the
money used for another school further
uptown.

The plana for the Fogg lodging-hous- e

and schoal call for a five-stor- y struc-
ture. It will be the only nnd
Iron bulld'ng owned by the society, and
destruction by fire ls almost an utter
Impossibility, The fourth and fifth floors
will be taken up altogether by dormi-
tories, accommodations for one hundred
or more children being provided. The
second and third floors will be utilized
for school rooms and dormitories These
rooms will be specially designed so as
to make them perfect from a sanitary
atundiHilnt. The wardrobes connected
with thp schortl rooms will hive special
air flues to carry oft all odors from the
clothing, nnd In every way the school
rooms an! dormitories will be model
onej The llrst lloor wll) be utilized by
olllces, teaeh'-rs- " rooms and another
si nool room. In the basement will be
pla rooms for lwys and girls for wet
weather, the kitchen for coking their
fool, and a launlry

The front of the building will be of
C.illbaugh br.ck. trimmed with brown-ston- e,

making quite a handsome effect,
with grilled windows on the first floor
and a large section of leaded glass over
the massive colonial door.

NELSONJ.WATERBURYDEAD

For Fifty Years He Was In Politics

in This Town and Always

as a Democrat

HIS OFFICE-HOLDIN- G DAYS LONG AGO.

Once a Marina Court Judge, Once Dittnct
Attcmaj Firrt in Tammany, Thon a

. Ooun.y Kan, Toon Tammany Agair.

Nelson J. Watcrhury, who had some-
thing to do with politics In this tov.n
for more than half a century, died ut
his home, No. 13 West Fifty-sixt- h strict,
ut 6 P. M. ytMlcrday, of pneumonia.
Mr, Waterbury taught a severe cold In
the middle of the week, nnd had ratdier
a bad attack on Thursday night, but
on Friday he was at thu City Hall,
where ho was a very familiar figure.
Thursday night ho became much worse,
and the efforts of Dr. l.oomlM could
only case the old gentleman's suffer- -
lng.

Mr Wntcrbury was seventy-fiv- e enrs
old, having been born In New York
City In 1819. Ills father was Jonathan
Waterbury, who was a n dry-- l
goods merchant of those days. He died
when his son wns nine years old. The
youth early decided to study law, and
got a start with the firm of Wells &
Von Wagnan, which occupied n high
place In those days. Subsequently Mr.
Waterbury became their managing
clerk.

His llrst 13W partner wns Samuel J.
Tllden, whose Intimate friend he was
for many ears. The firm of Tllden &
Waterbury was formed In 1842, and con-
tinued until 1815. Mr .Waterbury was
a member of the Constitutional Conven-
tion of 1840 In 1RS2 Gov .Wright ap-
pointed him Judge of the Mnrlne Court,
now the City Court. He was Assistant
Postmaster under Isaac II. Fowler, and
established the llrst n In New
YorK.

When Mr. Waterbury entered politics
he became- - a member of Tammany Hall
He wus electel District-Attorne- y In 1SW)

on the Tammany Hull tlektt, and
served three enrs. When he came up
for he wns defeated, and It
was ubout this time that lie had a split
with Tummniiy. He lemalned outside
Its breastworks for twentj seven jears
While he was Dlstrlct-Attorn- e Mr.
Wuttrbury prosecuted In the Stevens
and Stlflerils cases, two of the most
notable murder trials that this State
has evei known. He secured convic-
tions In both cases. During the draft
riots Mr Waterbury served on (iov.
Seymoir's staff as Judge Ailvocate-Otn-er-

In l&oT he was appointed by tlov.
Hoffman a commissioner to revise the
Btatutes.

While Mr. Waterbury opposed Tam-
many Hall, he defended Harry Oenet
when he wns tried. When the County
Denucrncy was organised under W. C.
Whitney In 1880, Mr. Waterbury became
one of Its most prominent members.
He wrote nil the resolutions which It
adopted. For this he had a remarkable
skill, which the members of the organ-
ization used to say amounted to posi-
tive genius. He also wrote many letters
to nevvspnpeis, making municipal affairs
his text.

In 1S90 Mr. Waterbury returned to
Tammany Hall. He refused to support
the fusion ticket which was nominated
that year with Mr. Scott as the head.

He made lots of money and died rich
lloth he and his son were paid large
sums for legal services to the city In

' ncqulrlng aqueduct lands.
Mr. Waterburv leaves four chil-
dren, Nelson J, Wnterbury, Jr., Mrs F,
J. O'Shaugnessy,, Mrs. M. II. Streeter
and nn unmnrrlisl daughter.

The funeral will be private.
