Jersey City Woman Dios Under
Peculiar Oircumstancos.

Was Being Driven Homo in the

Company of a Negro.

Her Companion, Daniel White,
Afterwards Arrested.

At an early hour this morning Po-

liceman Holohan had his attention nt-

trncted to a cab which stopped In front
of 281 Newark avenue, Jersey City.
The driver waited for the occupnnt
of the cab to get out, but as this was
not done, the pollcemnn opened the
door of tho cab, when the body of a
dead womnn fell out of the vehicle Into
the policeman's arms.

The dead woman ptoved to be Mrs.
Anderson, of 281 Newark avenue. The
driver of the cab said that he had been
hired by Daniel White, a colored man,
to drive him and the woman to the
lattcr's residence from the house of
Klla Chase, of 316 Grand street, and
that when they reached Monmouth
street White Jumped out of the cab and
dlnppcared.

Mrs. Anderson's husband was aroused
from his sleep by the police and In-

formed of his wife's death. The body
was taken Into the house, where County
Physician Conveise learned that the
woman had died of heart disease.

Subsequently Daniel White was ar-
rested and locked up When taken be-
fore Justice O'Donncll he stattd that he
resided nt 321 Third street, and had nn
several occasions met Mrs. Anlerson nt
TTIla Chase's house In Grand street
I.nst night,. or enrly this morning, Mrs.
Anderson was taken sick there and
White got a cab to convoy her to her
hcuse

He said that after they started from
the Grand street house, Mrs Anderson
becRme worse and suddenly gasped nnil
died. White snld ho became frightened
and Jumped out of the cnb. He was
held to await an Investigation by the

NO ARBITRAGE BUSINESS.

rltoek Uxrliuiiarc Governors Decide
to Prohibit It In Future.

The Governing Committee of the New
York Stock Exchange has decided to
put a stop to the arbitrage business
which has become so common between
this city, lloston and Philadelphia.
After a. protracted session last night
It adopted the following resolutions by
a vote of 30 to 7:

Resolved. Flrat That In the Judgment Of thla
committee the sending of contlnuoua quotatlona by
membera of thla Kxchange from tbe floor of tbe
Kxcbange la detrimental to the Interest and wsl
fate of the Exchange and la prohibited.

Second That the "arbitrage business"
or trading between this Exchange and that of any
other city In tbe United Slates, aa at present con-

ducted. Is detrimental to the Interest and welfaro
of this Kxcbange and Is prohibited.

Third That the Committee of Arrangementa be
anil they are hereby authorised to ace that the
foregoing resolutions are carried Into c(7ect. and
that the prlnclplea therein expressed are enforced.

The arbitrage people fought the meas-
ure bitterly. They say that It Is easy
to pass resolutions, but nn entirely dlf
ferent thing to carry them out. Just
what steps the Hoard will tnke will be
watched with Interest.

The practice has been carried on
since the ndvent of the
telrphone. Many of the firms have pri-
vate wires from the floor of one ex-
chnnge to that of another. Men are at
the telephone constantly, and by a code
of sign lis the fluctuations of the market
can be flashed from one city to another
In a very few seconds, and the arbi-
tragers arc thus cnnbled to scalp the
market.

Tho brokers say that In this manner
they nre constantly being shut out of
their commissions.

Cotton opened at an advance of about
two points and during the morning
worked up about six points more. May
opened at 7.23 a 7.24; June at 7.32 a 7.33;
sold up to 7.32 and up to 7.39; July at
7.39 a 7.38; August, 7.44; September, 7.49;
October, 7.61; November, 7.66; December,
7.61 a 7.62. Liverpool was one point low-
er. Receipts at the ports y will be
about 7,600 bales, against 7,206 last week,
and 12,136 last year.
