Prince Constantine Winsemaky
Telln of Rare Adventuren.

Prince Constantine Wia ky, the
celebrated Russlnn traveller, In In Parls
after hig Journey of 43,000 kilometers, or
26,700 miles, around about Asla, writes
the Parls  correspondent of an ex-
change, The Prince —who I8 now
thirty-elght years old—intends to give a
fuil account of his travels shortly, but a

rief narcative of his Far Hastern wan-

erings has already appeared In print,
He left Maoseow In July, 1891, and re-
turned in December, 1883,

The first part of the Journey was mnde
In a trorka_ through Siberin. Then the
Prince purchased a dozen horses, and—
accompanled by Zarembo, an Interpre-
ter, a photographer, 1 cook and a few
Cossacks—he entered Mongolia.

The party avolded the villages an mueh
os posslble, belng In droead of hoatlle en-
counters. They were, nevertheless, once
uttacked by the Mongollan tribes, and
the Prifica recelved a bullst In one of
his lega,

After n peaceful exploration of South.
ern Chinn the travellers entered Tinkin
traversed Anam, and  reaanched Slam,
whence they went to Indla. Prince Wla-
semsky arlvel In Caleutia In February,

and after thres months' stay start-
el for Kashmir and crossed the Himal-
o

yan,

In Thibet the Prince learned—among
other mecrets—that of belng able ta do
without food or drink for a certain pe-
rlod of time. He flatters himeelf that he
Is the oniy European who kniws this
useful trick, which he lenrned from the
Buddhist bonzes, and intends to keep for
himwelf. All he wiil say on the matter
Is that such experiments cannot be tried
Hltl{mul engendering a great deal of fa-

he Russlan traveller fared very badly
in Turkestan, where he wns attacked
bi A band of caravan robbers, who stole
hia collection of curlositles, his baggage
and his provisions. For a 1ortnlght he and
