MULLER RETELLS HIS STORY.

How the Plot Was Formed Which
Ended in Brandt's Death,

The mecond trial of Dr. Meyer for the
killing by polson of Ludwig Hrand: was
resumed this morning in Part IT of Gen-
eral Senstons,

Carl Muller, the nlleged accomplice who
has turned State's’ evidence, took the

He sald he first met Ludwlg Brandt
at Dr. Meyer's home, 831 Centre street,
Chicago, June 8, 181 In conversation
Brandt sald then that he had read In
n newspaper that Gustavy M, A, J, Haum
was under arreat In Cincinnatl, Baum
was the erring son of a German family.
Meyer, Hrundt and Muller proposed to
inwure Brandt's life In the name of
Baum, and while Daum was In Jall,
Brandt was to felgn lllness, a bogus
corpye wis to be put In his bed and a
physiclun’s certificate of the death of
Baum (Brandt) thus obtained on which
to clalm the 3359 Insurance money,
here were several conversations, In
one of which Dr. Meyer told Muller that
he had been o see Baum, and wan
about to go to Germany to find out
whether Bium had told him the truth
about his family there and thelr wealth.

He was golng to take Mm Meyer
along, Introduce her an tne wife of
Boum nnd play upon the sympathles of
Haum's parents, get a lot of money for
them for the purpose of ‘:‘mnu Young
Baum out of prison, come back and use
the money In carrying out the schem#
for Insuring some man under the name
of Baum.

Haum was il at the time, and the
scheme then was to walt tlll HBaum
died, when they would collect the
amount of the policies.

Baum ddin‘t die, He got well, and
was given his liberty. He was soon In
jull again, this time In Mexico, and then
he insurance scheme was modified, and
the swubstitution of a corpse to Imper-
sonnte Baum decided upon,

The conspirators, Meyer, Mro. Meyer,
Muller and Brandt, came to New York
to work out the scheme.
