It may properly be called
a contest between the Gocrnor and tho
people, because on one sldu stunils the
Executive drugged vigorously In one
direction by his political pals mid pulls,
and on the other the reputable citizens
of the metropolis, holding Ilrinly to the
public Interests, Hut It miRht In fact
to be a struggle between the Governor
and his conscience.

New York needs reform In her local
government and reform In her political
methods. Everybody concedes that the
people nmdo It evident by their ballots
In the last election. The Republican
victory In the State last November
proves It, The Might ot tho Tammany
bosses before the fear of the Grand Jury
proves it. The presence of John Y.

and more than a srorc of Tam-
many heelers In Sing Blng and the
Penitentiary proves It. The overthrow
of the llrooklyn ring and the Iluffalo
ring and the New Jersey ring, nnd of
rings and bosses all over the country,
Is corroborative evidence of Its truth.

The last Legislature was chosen spe-
cially to give us good city government
here In New 'York by correcting tho
political evils most glaring In the city
and making a change In tho municipal
machinery next November complete
nnd effective. Tho Legislature was not
un honest otic. It was boss-ridde- cor-
rupt, venal. It would have betruyed Its
trust If It had dared to do so. Hut Just
prior to Its final adjournment the feam
of the party In the majority wrung
from It some concessions to the spirit
of reform: among others, a bill to allow
the next Mayor to make a change In the
city government next November com-
plete and effective, If the people decide
to make It, by enabling him to remove
all the heads of departments, who are
now all Tammany mnchlne politicians.

This bill and four or five others are
now In Gov. Flower's handB. They can-
not become laws without his signature.
If lie falls to sign them within thirty
days from the adjournment of the Legis-
lature they die and become waste paper.

The people, of course, wish him to
sign. The Tammany political bosses nnd
heelers all urge and order him to kill
tho bills.

Which will Gov. Flower do? If nn
honest public officer he will sign. If a
mere political tool he will kill.

Tho Tammany bosses tell him If he
does not obey their orders he shall not
have their nomination for

Hut what will It benefit a Governor If
ho gains the whole Tammany organiza-
tion and loses his ann election.

Favorite Cnte Must Wear Collar or
They, Too, Will lie Seized.

The manifesto issued by the American
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals goes Into effect
May 1, All dogs found roaming about
the streets, unless protected by the So-

ciety's license nnd properly tagged; all
cats thut do not wear a collar, with
their owner's name and address, will be
gathered In, tnken to the Society's
pound, und If not claimed In forty-eig-

hours, sent to the dog nnd cat elyslums
via thu painless gas asphyxiation route.

The Society's offices at 10 East Twenty-sec-

ond street have been dally
crowded with dog owners to tnke out
the llceifiies which the Society under the
new law issues. They cost 2 a year,
and can be renewed for 1. In taking
out a license the owner fills out a blank
giving a full description of the dog's
name, Bex, breed, age, color and mark-
ings, and his address. The parentage
and birth certificate of the animal are
not asked for.

To-da- y being the last day before the
Society takes charge of tho wandering
tlog and cat question, the Society's
rooms were almost Impassable this
morning. Most of the applicants
had their dogs with them, and the
place looked llge a dog show. While
many of the dogs were well-bre- d

nnlmals, there weie lots of them that
could hardly trot In the mongrel class.
The more "curry" tho dog the more the
owner seemed to think of It,

President Haines says the Society will
send out three collecting ambulances to-
morrow morning, with three of the So-
ciety's r.en attached to each cart. As
the new wagons of the Society are not
qultt rady express wagons will be used
for a day or two. The new
will wear a ne.it uniform of brown whip-
cord, with a cap beirlng the Society s
name and a number. They will also we.ir
a Society bddge.

The dog collectors are likely to hnvo
a lively time catching the dogs. They
will not be allowed to use nets, lassoes
or anything similar. They must grab
the dogs and cuts with their bare or
gloved hands.

President Haines said this morning:
"Our men will use no Instruments or
ropes to catch the dogs. Any Intelli-
gent man can, by talking kindly and
quietly to any dog, go up and catch
hold of him and put him In the wagon
without any danger. And the same
wny with cats. Any cat can be caught
humanely If only spokon to kindly."

The dog gatherers may have rather a
hard time carrying out these orders,
and a surgeon with a lot of lunnr caus-
tic may be an Indispensable adjunct to
the wagons.

The old city pound, which the city has
turned over to the Society, will be used
to keep the dogs and cats in. It hus
been entirely remodelled.

I'p to this morning over 2,1X10 dog
licenses have been taken out. President
Haines says that all the leading dog
owners and society people have taken
out licenses for their animals.

The Society has already gathered up
about 1U0 cats a day for the past few-day-

and expects to run the number up
to 200 a day easly as soon ns Its wag-
ons begin running. The cats are now
up at the old pound.
