The reading of this letter caused a

sensation. The members of the District-Attorney- 's

Mr. Brooke next read a postal-car-

written In English by this fellow who
fays that damaging admissions mude on
the otbjr trial were made because he
didn't understand. While reading the
translation of the letter, Mr. Brooke
was corrected frequently by Muller, the
corrections being only refinements of
the English translation,, not changing
the effect a hair. The postal-car- d read
as follows:

Muller Write to Dr. O'Sulllvun.
"Dr. O'Sullivan, Dear Sir: I want anattorney to get out of the House of

Detention with my wife. If you want
my case please call on us as soon as pos-
sible. You are the first one I have asked
and I will pay you as well as anybody
else. Please answer me If you get this
note. Respectfully yours,

"Dec. 20, '93. CAJIU MUM.ER."
In another letter written by Muller to

Dr. O'Sullivan the accomplice said he
would pay $100 to get his wife nnd him-
self out of the House of Detention.

Then followed the reading- - of a
letter written in English by Muller and
Addressed to Dr. O'Sullivan, as follows:

"They told me I should not say any-
thing about Plnkerlon, but I have been
taken out of my house In Chicago by
six l'lnkertons and put In here against
my will Nobody ever has showed me
any papers. My wife wns put In a
boarding-hous- e In Brooklyn with a
woman who was In with that Life In-
surance Company. They didn't pay her
expenses as they had promised, and I
pent her back to Chicago to look after
our house.

"In Rochester, N. Y Mr. Julian
pulled her out of the train, nnd so she
got put In here. In here she was dell- -
cate for eight and a halt months, and
they made her walk five flights of
steps six times a day. List Friday she
has been taken out of here.

OfTcr.Ml to "Kill" the Cnnr.
"She will make complaint for false

Imprisonment. Now, if you will get
me out of here I will pay $100 In cash
and will do all I can to make you win
the case. I will make you a statement
that will throw It out at once."

"Did you write any other letters?" i

asked Mr. Brooke.
"Yes; one to Mr. Chanler; he asked

me to."
The handsome young lawyer looked up

In unmistakable surprise, and Muller
added:

"A missionary who came to the House
of Detention regularly he told me Mr.
Chanler wanted me to write to him."

Mr. Chanler did receive a letter from
Muller, but it contained nothing of con-- ,
sequence and was, lost.

After going over the story of tho
division of the spoils Into four parts and
getting Muller to say again that he did ,

not know who got the fourth part In
the division, Mr. Brooke asked In that I

"No sir, I do not. I know It wns the
body of Brandt who had been poisoned
by Dr. Meyer,"

To Take Testimony in German.

Muller to say that he and Dr. Meyer und
MrH. Meyer always talked German In
their conversations; that Brnndt could
understand German and talk It, but
was too proud and always tnlked In
English, although the others answered
In the meetings of the quartette.

tion of the Anarchis-

AN INVESTIGATION GOING ON,

Explosive Found in the Corridor

That Loads to the Art
Gallery.

IT HAD BEEN BADLY CHARGED.

Inspector Calls It Harmless, but

It Causes a Big

Scaro.

(Dr A.eootatad Proas.)
LONDON, May 1. The Globe, this af-

ternoon, announced that the City Police
were In possession of a bomb, which was
found y In the Guildhall, or Coun-

cil Hall, of the city of London, to the
north of Cheapslde.

An Investigation of the story showed It
to be corect.

J A bomb was discovered at 3.30 P. M. In
the corridor of the Guildhall, which leads
to the art gallery.

The bomb was of cylinder shape, six
Inches long and three Inches In diam-
eter. It waa acldentally discovered by
a person passing through the corridor,
the alarm was given and the Guildhall
officials were summoned.

One of the attendants went for a et

filled with water and carefully
placed the bomb Inside It

An Inspector of Explosives who was
summoned by the police, afterwards ex-

amined the bomb and pronounced It
to be so badly charged as to be prac-
tically harmless.

The Guildhall Building was originally
erected In Hll-3- 1 for the sittings of the
magistrates and Municipal Corporation.
After the great fire of 1C66, during which
It was Injured, the Guildhall was re-

stored, and has been frequently Im-

proved. Above the porch are the arms
of the city, with the motto, "Domlne
Dlrlge Nos."

The Great Hall of the Guildhall Is now
used for various municipal meetings, '

such as the election of Lord Mayor,

&c.

WAR IN A SCHOOL.

Bival OlaimantB for Position of

Principal of New No. 6.

Dr. 0'Brlsn Got There First and

Holds the Fort

Trustees AVIio nark Wilbur Hudson
Will Appeal to the Courts.

The warfare which for some weeks
past has been going on between the
members of the Board of Education on
the one hand, and. the school trustees on
the other, culminated this morning In
what can fitly be termed a scene ut the
opening of the new Grammar School No.
6, at Eighty-fift- h street and Madison
avenue.

Two teachers were on hand claiming
tho olllce of principal, one being backed
by the Board of Education, the other
by the trustees. Each Insisted on his
right to the office, and the children were
treated to the edifying wrangle, which
lasted for more than an hour.

When the wrangle was over no one
seemed to know Just where he stood.
Dr. Thomas 8. O'Brien, who hud the
backing of 'the Board of Education, held
on to the principal's desk, but all the
teachers were Instructed to Ignore his
authority. Later In the dny School Su-
perintendent Jasper came along and set
at defiance the orders of the trustees.

The teachers were ordered by him to
recognlsce the authority of Dr. O'Brien.
Some of them dl so, but others did not,

referring to take their orders fromSlugnus Gross, the first assistant, as
directed by the Trustees, until the mat-
ter could be dlsentuugled. This latter
feat cannot be accomplished without
the aid of the courts, and that aid tne
Trustees Intend to Invoke at once.

The eceno thlB morning grew out of
the bill recently ralliouded through the
Legislature, giving the trustees of the
different wnnls power to nppolnt school
teachers. Heretofore they could only
recommend candidates, but the appoint-
ment lay In the hands of the Board of
Education,

The members of the latter body who
had been cuught tiupplug, as It were,
when the bill was passed, promptly pro- -

to 1111 all vacancies, anil among
appointed l)r, O'Brien to theIceeded which was opened this
appointment was made four

weeks ago, but iih the school did not
open until this morning, the trustees
claimed the appointment was lllegul. and
that tiuiler the new law they alone had
the power to fill the position.

Threat without number have been
made within the pint few das, nmoug
the number being one to the effect that
th trustees would proceed to the school
building this morning and throw Dr.
O'Brien Into the street

Dr. O'llrlen was one of the first ar-
rivals at the new building. in fact, It
Is generally belled that ho remained
Uli all night In order to be the first nn
lie had scurcily taken his seat ut the

desk, honoer, and spoken 11 few unnli
to the twenty-tw- o assistants when Wil-
bur Hudson, the other candidate, who
hml been nominated by the Trustees, ap-
peared.

Behind Mr. Hudson walked Trustees
Fetrlck, Fltipatrlck, Wallace and Horn-th-

Dr O'llrlen greeted them blandly
n; the same time taking In the fragrance
of a bunch of (lowers which one of the
asslstnnt teachers had placed on his
desk.

"How Is this""' nsked Trustee Zetrlck
"You are not principal. We are here to
Instnl Mr Hudson."

"Oh, but 1 have been unpointed bv the
Board of Dlucatlon " replied Dr O'Brien.
"I am her' to stay "

The guuge having been thown down
In this fashion, the trustees promptly
took It up. They told Dr O'Brien Just
what they thought of himself nnd his
appointment In a frlend.y way of courss.
Then they said he would have to get
out In fact they ordered him to step
down, but he got his hands In the rung
of the chair and refused to budge one
inch.

Half nn hour's sparring followed, which
wound up In Dr. O'Brien declaring that
a certain warm climate would have to
be coated with several feet of Ice before
he would move.

The trustees then retired to an Inner
room for few momenta for oonsulta- -

tlon. Coming out again, they presented
a paper to Dr. O Brlen, which they
asked him to sign. It was un agree-
ment by which he bound himself to
vacate the Chair nnd quit the building
for good within two days. His only
reply wns a sarcastic laugh.

The trustees pondered a moment on
the advisability of using force, but they
evidently thought better of It. Instead
they went Into the class-roo- over
which Assistant Magnus Orosi presided,
and told him to take oharge of the
school. The other teachers were told to
Ignore Dr O'Brien, nnd there the trust-
ees, with Mr. Hudson, retired to takelegal advice.

I Senator George and was circulated very
quietly during the afternoon, being
handed only to the most Influential Sen-
ators.I It was not signed by all to whom
It was presented, some of the Senators
expressing the opinion that It was too

i early to attempt a closure and others
(declining because opposed to the prin-
ciple.

The paper recites that it has become
apparent that the Republican oppo-
nents of the tariff are determined to re-
sort to filibustering to prevent the prop-
er consideration and passage of the bill,
and commits the signers to a simple
declaration In favor of closure. It
makes no specification as to how the
change shall be brought about, whether
through the presiding officer or the
Committee on Rules, leaving that point,
as well as that as to whether It shall
be a modified or an absolute closure, to
be decided later.

It does not appear that the call will be1
firessed for the time being, but It Is to

around quietly as opportunity
presents, so as to nave the Democratic
side prepared for the change If under-
taken, and also to have Senators com-
mitted te it as far as possible.

Senator Harris said at the close of
the session etterdny that he was not
yet prepared to announce any change
of hours for the dally sessions, but added
tha he might have an announcement In
that direction to make before many dayo.
