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PICKED UP UNCONSCIOUS.

Keefa Had Been "Drndtnax the
Crab" on n Bowery Flre-Eseap- e.

David Keefe, a bricklayer, forty-tw- o

years old and single, was found In the
rear court-yar- d of the Uncle Bam House,
276 Bowery, ethls morning with a frac-
tured skull. ,Keefe had been lodging at
the house four months.

Keefc's room was on the third floor,
In the rear. Just off his room there Is a
Ore escape. At C o'clock this morning
Joseph Yello, who lives In an Elizabeth
street tenement-houB- e, back of the hotel,
was surprised to find Keefe on the Are
escape doing what In acrobatic circles
Is known as "bending the crab."

Yello watched the man for a few min-
utes, then went Into another room to
eat his breakfast. Half an hour later,
when he again looked from the window,
Keefe was not on the Are scape, but
looking Into the yard, Yello saw him ly-

ing apparently unconscious on the
bricks. He went around to the hotel
and notified the proprietor.

Policeman Callahan was called, and
went Into the back yard and picked
Keefe up. The man was unconscious.
An ambulance was called, and the sur-
geon said his skull was fractured. He
had evidently fallen from the lire es-
cape.

Nothing Is known at the hotel of
Keefe except that he seemed poor and
has been acting strangely for some
weeks. When his room was searched
this morning two bank-book- s were found
showing he had 3700 on deposit.

At St. Vincent's Hospital, where
Keefe was taken, It was said that he
would probably die.

WAS NOT TYPHUS FEVER.

Mrs. Hnnshon Died from What the
Doctoral Say Will Typhoid.

Mrs. Juliet Henshon, who had been
a nurse on Swinburne Island since the
cholera scare In 1892, died at Rellevue
Hospital this morning from what the
physicians have concluded was typhoid
fever.

She was taken sick on April 1 and
was sent to the hospital last Thursday
by Dr. Jenkins. Dr. Waring, the house
physician, thought there were some
symptoniB of typhus fever, so the pa-
tient was put In a private room and the
Health Hoard was notified. On Sunday
Dr. Doty personally examined the case
and decided It was typhoid fever.

Warden O'Rourke stated this morning
that there were no typhus spots on Mrs.
Henshon when she died, or other Indi-
cations of the dreaded fever. He there-
fore concluded no autopsy was neces-
sary and. had the body sent to the
Morgue.

Mrs. Henshon was a widow, thirty-tw-o

years old, and came from Ireland ten
years ago. Her home In this city was
m East Ninth street.
