CLEVELAND, 0O, May 2.—A maob,
numbering 6,000 or 7,000 gen, agaln aa-
sembled In the public square thin morn-
ing, and marched out on a misalon of
degtruction,

and the entire force of men working
run out.

At the Upson Nut and Bolt Works,
windows were broken, machinery
smashed and the men driven away,

Twenty-five men were driven from the
Church Furniture Works,

At this point the police charged the
mob and drove it up the hill on Jen-
ning's avenue., Police are being hurried
to the scane from all avallable sources.
All the reserve police, including the
mounted men, have been ordered out

Many arrests have been made.

Intense excitement prevalls in
gnnthern part of the city.

The mob, after moving uwp Jennings
nvenus, re-formed and wers again and
neiin recharged by the pollce. The riot-
era had meantime ralded a serap-iron
yori and armed themselves with pileces
of iron. They were In a frenzy of ex-
citement and were conatantly urged on
by their leaders to resist the ofMcers,

At this juncture a lurge reinforedment
of pollee arrived on  the scene, hnd
anciher charge was made on the mob,
with drawn clubs. The crowd showed
tieht only for a moment, and then the
