SHERIFF BILL SIGNED.

Gov. Flowor Saya It Is a Moasuro

Sound in Principle

And that It Should Bo Applied to

All Counties.

Now York Dock Also Itccplvcs ve

Approval.

(By Aawclatod Treat )

ALBANY, May 4. Gov. Flower has
approved the bill cutting oft the fees
of the Sheriff of New York and giving
him a salary only.

It gives the New York Sheriff J20.00J
a year.

The Governor says: "The enactment of
this bill Is urged chiefly on the ground
that tinder the present law the Sheriff
of New York receives fees largely In
excess of what Is n reasonable amount
for the services performed, nnd that the
county rather thnn the Sheriff should
be the recipient of this excees of
moneys.

" This Is a sound principle In theory,
and I am surprised that the Legislature,
In Indorsing It, did not apply It to other
counties of the State. If the principle
Is good for New York, It ought to be
good for Kings County nnd other coun-
ties whero the Incumbent of the ofilce
of Sheriff belongs to the same political
party as Is represented by tho majority
of the Legislature, By extending so
salutaty a principle to Sheriffs of Re--

Eubllcan counties, the Legislature would
the charge which hua been

made against It, that the chief object of
the bill was a political attack on a Dem-
ocratic ollleei and a Democratic rountv," However sou..d In principle the argu-
ment In favor of the bill may be, I nm
disposed to think, even while approving
the measure, that Its effect will not lo
hh silutarv us some t.iends of the bill
Imagine. It will be remembered that thepresent statute governing the fees nnd
compensation uf the Hherirf of New
York was the outcome of the
Fussctt Liglslatlvo Investigating Com-
mittee of 1&90, and under Its provisions
half of the fecR collected goes to the
county; so that the more fees the Sheriff
collects, the greater tho revenue to thecounty This bill would deprive the Sher-
iff of nny nhare. of these fees and to that
extent withhold from him the stimulus
which he would otherwise have to In-

crease tho amount to be divided between
hlmneir and' the city,

"The experience with offices which
have been mado salaried In the name
if reform hns not been particularly
encouraging In the county of New York.
I cannot do better In discussing this
point than to quote the report of the

Fasnett Committee upon tho
Register's ofllre of New York. This
ofilce was made n salaried one In re-
sponse to a burst of public sentiment
similar to that which Is said to exist
towards the bill before me. As to the
effect of this change, the Fassett Com-
mittee said:" 'It was urged at the time of this
particular reform that It would
put an end to great evils In tile ad-
ministration of the office. That It would
take the office out of politics by reducing
Its value as a political prize and yield
large returns to the treasury of the city.
The extent to which these expectations
have failed of realization may be seen
by an examination of the testimony re-
lative to the administration of the office,
which we submit herewith. The city
not only y pays the entire expenses
of the ofilce, but the office has become
a burden upon the city instead of show-
ing, as was expected, a balance to Its
credit through tne collection of the fees
for the performance of the functions of
the office,'

"There Is no assurance that this ex-
perience will not be repeated In the case
of the Sheriff's offloe; but Inasmuch as
the bill Is sound In principle and In-

volves merely a question of policy, I am
Induced to give the advocates of the bill
the benefit of any doubt and append
my signature."

WILL SAVE A MILLION A YEAR.

Flower's: Action Approved liy Lo-
ver, of Good Government.

The news that Gov, Flower had ap-
proved the Sherlrf'i and Dock bills, two
of the Important reform measures
championed by "The World" and passed
by the Legislature, was received with
exclamations of Joy by, evej-- (tCfld, of
good government.

The Dock bill Is a law clearly In tho
Interest of the taxpayers. It abolishes
the Iniquitous system of giving out dock
work by das' labor to favorite contrac-
tors, which has cost the city twice as
much us It will under the contract sys-
tem, which the act signed by the Gover-
nor piovldea for.

All contracts for sums over $500 will
hereafter have to be awarded to the
lowest bidder after competitive bids have
been Invited. As the Dock Depattment
spends thiee millions a ypiir on these
private snap contracts, the saving the
city will mak by having the work done
at about half the former cost will be
over a million dollars n year.

"The World" wns chiefly Instrumental
In showing up the extravagant methods
of the Dock Department, and was ably
seconded In Its effortB by the master
dock builders nnd dredgers. The only
argument advanced bv the Dock Com-
missioners In behalf nf tha old system
wua that Its continuance was a personal
convenience to the Commissioners.

A politician remarked this afternoon'"Andy White, who resigned an $3,000 a
year Job to become n Dock Commission-
er at $5,000 a ear, will probably wleh
now that he hail kept what he had"

The Sheriff's bill provides that the
Sheriff shall reeelvo a silary of $20,000 a
year In lieu of a salary of $!2,ouu nnd
fees under the old law. The Sheriff's
fees last vcar amounted to $52,(joi).

The law does not affect the present
Sheriff In nny wav and as he Is burred
by law from being a candidate nt the
next election he does not enre personally,
but as a politician he thinks It will make
candidates for the Shrievalty scarce next
Fall.

"I don't think," said he, "thnt can-
didates for Sheriff will be eager or
numerous."

Sheriff's Income was to stop to some
extent the truffle for the nomination for
this olfiee.

It Is said that the pnle of the) Sheriff's

INCOME TAX CHANGES.

Henntor Vest Proposes Them la
Hrvrriil Amendments.

(Ily Aaaoclaled Prem )

WASHINGTON, May ntor Vest
y offered amendments to the Tariff

Income Tax provision. They do not
change the tax of 2 per cent., nor the
amount at which Incomes should b
subject to tax, leaving It at $4,000 and
upward.

One object of the amendments Is to
relieve Individual Investors In corpora-
tions of the charge where their net In-
comes do not exceed $4,000, but to have
the profits of the corporations taxed.

It Is also proposed to eliminate the
Inquisitorial features of the tax. In-
stead of compelling the Individual to
exhibit his books and papers the as-
sessor mny estimate the umount of tha
Income, and the person so assessed may
appear and prove that he has been as-
sessed too high, If such Is the case.

It Is provided that nothing In the act
shall apply to Btates, counties or muni-
cipalities; nor to corporations, com-
panies or associations organized and
conducted solely for charitable, religious
or educational purposes; nor to the
stocks, shares, funds or securities held
by any fiduciary or trustees for chari-
table, religious or educational purpose;
nor to such building and loan associa-
tions as are organised under the laws
of any State or Territory or of the Dis-
trict of Columbia, which makes loans
to their shareholders to enable them to
provide for themselves homes.

When the Tariff bill came up In the
Senate to day Mr. Quay took the floor
and resumed his speech, begun three
weeks ugo. His subject was still sugar,
Its production nnd manufacture.

Another armistice has been agreed
upon In the tariff debate, which will
carry the bill over until next Tuesday,
At 2 o'clock y Senator Harris, In
charge of the bill moved an executive
session, and It is probnble that the re-
mainder of the day will be consumed
behind closed doors. the ex-

ecutive session will continue and prob-
ably on Monday, with perhaps short
time after convening devoted to the
tariff debate. Senator Harris said that
there was business which must be con-
sidered In executive session, and this
seemed to be the best time to devote
to It
