THE VETOED BILL.

In vetoing the bill giving the Mayor of
New York power of removing nil the
heads of elty departments and replacing
them with ills own appointees Gov,
Flower bus greatly dissatisfied many of
those who nre eiignged In the effort to
make a change In our municipal gov-

ernment next November. Nevertheless,
his refusal to allow the bill to become a
law lias pnilmhlv Inereused the iliimees,
ns It cerialnly lias added to the Induce-
ments, of mi opposition victory In the
Slate and Legislature t li k year without
heiliiiisly Impairing the prosperta of
an result In the city

The law would have mude an
lrtory complete by sweeping

evety Tumniany city olllelal out of exist-
ence. That was the reason of the pas.
s.ige of the bill. Hut Hie ItepuhllwitiH
hae slgnllled what policy they will
pursue next year If they win, nnd should
they gain the Mayor, (lie Governor ami
the Legislature, It is well known the
bill now vetoed would be repassed the
111 si or second week of the next legisla-
tive session.

The Governor seeks a plausible Justi-
fication for his veto in (he reports of the
F.issett Investigating Committee nf 1Mi
ami It'Jl and the Tllden .Municipal Com-
mission of 1&7(S. In both those documents
objections were nude to the Investment
of the Mayor wltli the lowers given In
the vetoed bill, the Tllden report clerlir-in- g

tluit It woj'd be "sulcldil" to put
Into tne hands of a single mall the con-
trol of the Inrge city appropriations,
now over forty million dollars, "to keep
himself 'n pl.ice " tut the advocntes of
the ve' 1 bill have reached .1 different
conclus.,,1 from experience and believe,
In nddltlon to the necessity of driving
Tammany from Its Intrenched power, that
it Is better to give the Mayor the full
benefit of a friendly government and to
enable each Mayor to select ids own suli-onl- li

ates and thus concentrate and con-
firm his full responsibility for good gov-
ernment.

However, the law Is killed for this year,
and there Is u general belief that the
veto Is more the work of the Governor's
advisers than his own voluntary act.

One fact Is certain. The Mayor's
bill was the measure

tho most earnestly pressed and the most
anxiously hoped for by all tho city gov-
ernment reformers, and the most dreaded
und the most vigorously opposed of ull
the reform bills by the Tammany poli-
ticians. It is therefore clearly seen on
which side the veto Is cast.

It Is believed
now that the Consolidation act renlly
requires It to report us all other depart-
ments di, to the Hoard of Apportion-
ment, and this ought to be tested by the
Hoard, and no iloubt would be If a re-
form city government was In power. At
nil events the new law Is good as fur as
It goes, and the Governor may be thank-
ed for giving It his approval.

"1 don't kubw why the present sys-
tem of closing schools on July I in New
York and July 3 In lliooklvn was
adopted I think the rule Is arbitral)',
and so palpably detrimental to health,
that there ought to be no delay In chang-
ing It

"About live )euis ngo I was consulted
bv a member of the llrooklyn Hoard of
IMucitluu as to what would be the
best time to close schools. At that time
1 hud not studied the subject and was
not prepared to give any dellnlte reply.
I was never linked by the New ork
Hoard, but believe Hint If their atten-
tion Is called to the fact, that few things
could be more detilinetitnl to children's
health than to crowd them Into Stirling
school-room- s under n high temperature,
they will not hesitate to change the rule.
I urn quite sure Hint the Hoard of Health
will very gladly Indorse such tin action.

"I do not precisely know yet bow to
