The Spectator refers to the despatch
trom Calcutta, published In The Times
on April 17, nnnouncnlg that much ex-

citement prevailed In North Bchar owing
to the fact that all the mango trees In
several districts had been found Bmrared
with a mixture of mud and of the halts
of some animal.

The officials were perplexed, some
that the smearing of the trees

was a secret sign connected with the cow
protection movement, and this and other
movements going on in North Behar
disturbed nnd puzzled the Government
ofllclals.

In Its reference to The Times despatch,
The Spectator recalls that next Thurs-
day Is the anniversary of the Indian
mutiny, and that this nnnlversary has
been rreceded by n mysterious distribu-
tion of cakes throughout Behar and the
Northwest.

According to The Spectnor there Is
something stirring among the Ncpuulese
priests, and It Is feared thnt It portends
another serious rising In India.
