Greenwich StrcotTonoment-Hous- o

Likely to Collapse

Front Wall Bulges Out and Shakes
When " L" Trains Pass.

Though Alive to (lie Danger, Tenants
Are Loath to Leave,

Six families, comprising about thirty
people, have for some days been living
virtually In the shadow of de.ith In the
lonilemned four-stor- y tenement-hous- e

at 100 Greenwich Btreet.
Strange to sny, nlthough they fully

realized their danger, they have con-
tinued to live In a death-tra- p nnd even
now, when a tardy warning has been

Stit;

given them by the Department of Build-
ing Inspection, they are at
the prospect of to leave the tot-
tering pile

The building Is owned hy the eslnte
of Oda DufTy, who for years kept a little
clothing store on the ground lloor. It
Is fully eighty years old, nnd fifteen
years ago began to show flgns of weak-
ness.

Numerous complaints have been en-

tered hy tho tenants In the neighbor-
hood, nnd severnl d uttemptn
hnve been made to prop up the ram-
shackle nffalr. The building Is what Is
known as a "false front"-th- at Is, the
front wall Is of brick, wlillo the sides
and rear ure of wood

To-da- y the north half of the front
wall bulges outward fully ten Inches nt
the top. and every train thnt passes on
the Ninth Avenue ICIcvnted road sendsa tremor through the pile and
threatens to send the whole mass of
brick and mortar pitching forward on
the hends of passers-b- y and tho Ele-
vated structure.

Inside the building the state of nffalrs

Is still more alarming. Owing to the
bulging of the front wall the ends of the
floor henrr.s on the upper floors have
been pulled partly out of their resting
Places, and the uurped walls and cracked
cellliiRs slion how the building has been
racked by the fettllnsr of the founda-
tions nnd snaylng of the walls

This state of nfTnlrs might hnve con-
tinued nldellrilti'ly If Bhocmnker Henry
Merten. who has a shop In the base-ment, had not been served with a dis-possess wnrrar. yesterday.

Merten'K Ire was aroused nnd he sent
wonl to the Department of Buildings
that they would sec something Interest-ing If they went to 105 Greenwichstreet.

An Inspector went nround late yes-
terday afternoon. It took hut a glance
lo tell him that many lives were In dan-ger.

He hurried nround to the Church streetstation and asked that the police notify
the tenants that the house might cometumbling about their ears nt any mo-
