TO RISE ANEW.

Trnstee Klopsch Says a New

Edifice Will Surely.

Be Erected,

ILL OLD DEBTS TO BE Nil.

Then Subsoriptiona Will Be In-

vited to Bvild a New

Structure.

THE FIREMEN ARE CRITICISED.

Commissioner Wurster to Investi-

gate the Alleged Delay in Re-

sponding to the Alarm.

It looked this morning as though the
Brooklvn Tabernacle, which for thu

I third time was destroyed by tire yes-

terday, would not be rebuilt, but by
noon the situation changed very
materially.

Dr. Louis Klopasch, editor of the
Christian Herald, and Superintendent
of the Tabernacle Sundav School, is
authority for the statement that u new
edifice will arise from the ashes of the
fP.lirnnl n t n t'Aft' ndrlv llrl

"We are going to rebuild the Taber- -

nacle at once," said he to an "Evening
World" reporter.

"Our first step will be to pay off every
cent of the Indebtedness of the old
church. This we shall do by the sale
of the land on which the Tabernacle
stood and the Insurance money duo us.
We figure that after every obligation
has been met there will be a balance
of from J10.000 to 15,000 left In our
hands. ,

"The choice of a site Is the next mat-
ter to be decided. The Board of Trus-
tees favor rebuilding In the Immediate
neighborhood of the present site. 1 do
sot.

"The Brooklyn Tabernacle Is essent-
ially a church of the people. It should
be located in the very heart of the city.
Of course the present situation Is very
desirable for a fashionable congregation,
but we aie not a fashionable congre-
gation.

"Possibly Mr. Talmage's church might
be compared to a big hotel. There Is a
very large floating attendance. Every-
body almost, no matter from what pirt
of the country, when In New York over
Sunday, .goes to hear Dr. Talmage. He
would draw an Immense congregation
any where, but I tdrongly favor a
thickly settled neighborhood.

doubt that the church wll be rebuilt. It
would be public ca'amlty. I hue not the
slightest doubt that subscriptions will
pour in from every part of the United
State.

, He has also declared himself to that
effect with but one purpose, that there

I shal not be one cent of debt on the
I pioreity when It Is dedicated.
I "He s tlgnltlel his willingness to
I serve for the rest of nis life without
I compensation, but there must be no debt.
I On tint one point he is inexorable.

"1 think, however, that there will be
no occasion for this sacrifice. We pas;
for nur dally bread, and we .should
pay for our religion.

'SHOT BY HER LOVER.

Sadie Wertz Fiokod Up Uncon-Eciou- B

at Snake Hill.

Eloped with Bernard Holdenberger
trom Rome, N. Y.

Robbed Her of 3235 nnd Her Watch,
Then Escaped.

Another case of brutal nssault, that
In miny feitutes resembles that of
Miss May Barron cllffe, the pretty
young music teacher who was
found unconscious and terribly bruised
In a vacant lot In Mnrlon Jersey City
Heights, several niontns ago, wns report-
ed to Chief of Police .Murphy this morn-
ing.

Some workmen employed by the New-Jerse-

Trap Hock Company at Snake
Hill, while passing nlong an unfre-
quented roud at 7.30 o'clock this morn-
ing on their way to work, discovered
a young woman bins unconscious on
the road near the Snake Hill Almshouse.

The joung woman was apparently
about twenty-tw- o jears of age. She was
a brunette, attractive In face nnd per-
son, nnd wns well dressed.

The workmen were shocked at the
sight The oung woman wns covered
with blood that flowed from wounds In
her head and body.

Investigation showed that she had
been shot In the head and body. ,

There was a bullet wound behind her
right ear and another In her left breast

The workmen knelt by her side and
listened at her heart to see If there
was any llfo remaining.

There was a faint pulsation of the
heart, which showed that bhe was not
dead.

The workmen picked the young wo-
man up and carried her into the HudsonCounty Almshouse at Snake Hill

On the ground was n daik pool of
blood that had (lowed from the woman's
wounds.

Her dress was badly torn and there
were marks on the ground of a severe
struggle. She had evidently made a
desnernte tight for her life.

When the workmen reached the hos-
pital with their .urden thjy creuted a
sensation. The young woman was
placed upon a cot In one of the wards,
and Dr. Qulnn, the House Surgeon, ap-
plied restoratives.

After working upon her for some time
the woman regained consciousness. She
wns unablo to speak at first through
wMUnesn from loss of blood and from
exhaustion resulting from long exposure.

After a lone time she wns able to
make a statement to Dr. Qulnn. She
nnlri

"My name is Sadie Wertz. My home
Is at Rome, N, Y.

"I was shot last night by Bernard
Holdenberger, also of Home, N. Y.

"! am twenty-tw- o years of age. He Is
about thii oime age. He Is a tailor." We have bee i keeping company for
a long time and were engaged to be mar-
ried Wo were to be married very
soon.

" Foi some reason Bernard wished
me to elope. I consented. We eloped
from Homo jesterday morning and went
to New York We reached New York
yesterday afternoon.

"Bernard asked me to come to Jersey
City 1 did so. When we reached Jer-
sey City Bernard that we take
a walk, I consented Bernard took me
to the outskirts of the city and chose
lonely roids. When It became dark we
wen out on the Mead.iws.

"I became frightened. I looked at my
watch nnd bv the dim light saw thnt It
was 7.30 o'clock. We had been walking
some hours I wns tired and hungry.
We were then near the almshouse.

"I asked Bernard to take me some-
where to a hotel where we could ob-
tain food ami rest. Bernard said he
did not want to go back yet,

"I told him I was going back to Jersey
City any way, whether he went or not.
This angered him and he raised his
hand nnd struck me In the face.

"Then he grabbed hold of me. I strug-
gled to release myself.

"We had a nhnrp struggle Then
Bernard drew his revolver and shot me
In the left breast I bro'te away from
him nnl tried to run

"I ran a few feet, and Bernard fol-
lowed me. He fired a second time,
shooting me behind the right ear. Then
I fell down and became unconscious I
knew nothing more until I awoke In the
hosnltal this morning."

Miss Wcrtz's story was told at Inter-
vals. She spoke slowly and wearily,
and was evidently In great pain. Her
voice was feeble nnd her sentences were
disjointed. At times she showed indi-
cations of fainting, but Dr. Qulnn re-
vived he- - Her statement occupied near-
ly nn hout In the telling

Miss Wertz told Dr. tiulnn she thought
that Holdenbcrger's object In enticing
her to the lonely road and shooting her
was ribbery She had $233 In money in
her nirse nnd wore a valuable gold
wat li and chain Holdenberger got both
the money nnd watch after hhe became
Insensible.

She had exhibited the money to him
during the da Shortlv before the
shootlns he had again demanded the
money In a menacing tone She re-

fused to give It to him. saying she
wnula keen it herself Shortly after-
wards ttu--y had the controversy and he
shot her.

No effort has been made to locate
the bullets. The gill Is not vet strong
cuouch to enable the doctors to probe
for them ,

Dr Qulnn does not Know whether the
"oung woman will die or not She Is
very badly wounded nnd has lost n great
qtiantltv of blood It Is a marvel that
she din not die during the night She
lay feu twelve hours upon the ground
before she was found, bleeding from her
wound and exposed to the night air
The docti rs say if she had not had a
wonderful constitution she would have
died before morning.

Holdenberger has not been captured
The Jersey City police have notified the
suthorltles In the neighboring towns to
look nut for him. The police think he es-

caped in through the northern part of
the count), and Is now travelling
through New Jersey.

H" has the nuvantnge of a long start,
and It may prove difficult to capture
him The police have Holdenberger s
description, which was furnished by Miss
Wertz.

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DIED FOR HIS FAMILY.

J. J. Sohwarz Killed Himself that
They Might Got Hislnsuianoe.

Found Drowned To-Da- y in tho Old

Central Park Reservoir.

Had Sought Everywhere for Em-

ployment, but ln Vain.

Foreman Qllmore, In charge of a gang
of Park laborers, while leaning ngainst
the south wall of the old reservoir In

Central al'rk this morning, saw what
seemed to be the body of u man In the
water.

Such It proved to be, and later ln the
ilny, when the body was Identified as
that of Jean Joseph Scliwurz, of D00

East Eightieth street, the story of one
of the most deliberate and premeditated
suicides on rcvord became known.

Schwarz was a man of splendid phy-
sique, nnd he wns also a man of In-

telligence. It was no sudden despair
or sickness that caused him to take
his life.

It was simply because he could not
nffurd to see Ills wife and their ear-ol- d

child go hungry when there was
enough insurance on his life to provide
for them for some time at least after
his flfiuli

In order that they might have the
benefit of the Insurance money he killed
himself The wife has lost a husband,
the child a father, but they will be
richer by about II, Don.

Schwarz was a Uermnn who had
been In this country many years. He
was a cornce-make- r by trade, and was
in good standing In his union. He was
also a member of the Socialistic Labor
party.

About Jan. 1 last he was thrown out
of work, and although he searched the
citv IiIbt and low ever ufternards he
could get nothing to do

He was willing to do anything, and
when he heard that the State Legislature
had authorized the expenditure of Jl.OOO,-l- l)

to provide wont for the poor he ap-
plied lor a position ns laboier In the
patks.

Even In thnt. however, he fulled, and
bitterly he told his wife that he would
require political Influence to obtain It.

I" allure to obtain work made himdespondent, but he mnnaged to nay the
premiums on his Insurance. His last
dollar had nbout been spent when, Tues-
day last, he attended a meeting ot his
union.

On leaving thot ploce he deliberately
made up his mind to kill himself, doing
to a friendly store he procured pen, Ink
and paper, and wrote a Inst farewell to
his wife.

It was written In German and couched
In most tender language. It said, among
other things, thnt by the lime she re-
ceived the letter he would not be umong
the living.

It told about his Insurance and what
she should do to collect the money.
Then the letter gave directions as to the
funeral nnd the undertaker to be em-
ployed.

He concluded by telling her to show
the letter to her friends.

Having ditected and sealed the letter,
he took a train uptown and walked to
the door of his own home. There he
must have faltered,
he was so much attached would shake

He feared to go upstalrH, us If a
sight of his wife and the child to whom
his resolution,

TnutunH rt nnctnlra in the, nan(
little flat on the third floor, he dropped
the letter In his own yellow bux nnd
hastened away. The letter was found
by his wife next morning.

He must have gone at once towards
Central Park and to the reservoir, as the
place where the body was found Is on
a direct line with Seventy-nint- h street.

In order to carry out his intention
he had to cross an Iron spiked railing
nearly four feet high, and then walk
forward about ten feet.

The wall or bank slopes down to the
wnter's edge, and slbullt of Jagged rock.
When he Jumped his clothing must have
caught some way In the locks, for the
body was held there. Just a little under
the water. When found It was bruised
considerably.

Policeman Nevln. who had been called
to the scene by Foreman Gllmore this
morning, promptly notified the Coroner.
He also summoned the dend wagon, nnd
the remnlns were taken to the Morgue.

Mrs. Schwarz was crying bitterly
when un "Evening World" reporter
railed to see her tills afternoon.
