Afier It was definitely decided to rebulld
the church edifice, the Trustees devoted
neirly the entire morning arranging mat-
ters pertaining to the lnsurance policles,

The trustees will call In & body on
Russell Suge at hia offles In New York

this afternoon to arrange for a new
loan &t the old rate of & per cent. How
much toney the trustees will nsk Mr,
Hage for wae not declded this morning,
but all present were confident that the
necessary $250,000 which Dr, Talmage
wiays must be ralsed before ground s
broken for the new church will be ob-
tained. i

“We have arranged everything now.'
gald Mr. Moody this morning, “and, as
Mr. Sage hoas already offered to loan us
more  money, there I8 no longer any
doubt about rebuilding. This may be
taken as the official announcement.

“\We propose not only to use the old
brick for the new bullding, but we will
also try to preserve as much of the walla
now standing as the Hullding Depart-
ment will permit.”’
