Miners Attacked at Uniontown,
Latrobe and Greenshurg,

Three Non=Union Men Badly Beaten
by Women.

LATROBE, Pa, May 2. —Interest In
the strike sltuation has the call over
the flood excltement. The state of
affalrs I8 extremely eritical In this
reglon, mnd trouble ia imminent, The
attempt to resume work yesterday by
the Latrobe Coal Company was met
by ugly opposition, principally from a
blg mob of Blavs and Italians, Only
one man was allowed to go to work.
The mob was In un ugly mood, and
armed  with clubs, bars of iron, big
steel flea mnd other formidable weapons,
At the Ligoniere Works, about a mile
from town, a Jdozen depulles were con-
fronted by s mob of 200 strikers armed
with clubs and revolvers. The depu-
ties were attacked from the rear, and
one was struck over the head with a
club and had his rifle wrested from him,
Many men are trying to get back to
work, but the strikera are gunrding
every point, Nine-lenths of the strikers |
do not speak English, and they are de-
termined to moke trouble,
UNIONTOWN, Pa,, May 22.—The river
miners of the fourth pool took a turn
at marching yesterday for the first time
In the history of the strike. They us-
sembled at Fayette Clty 60 strong.
When n delegation of Frick men, who |
had slgned the agreement with the Frick
Company and had broken it to join the
strike, attempted to resume work, the
strikers made a rush, and, the deputies
belng somewhere  elss, #ucceeded In
capturing them. The strikers took the
workmen to thelr camp and now hold |
them captives there. |
