A Bitter cf the Misting Lad Vuiu Bayonno
and Makes That Joyful Discovery

Believed to Be Eafe.

The body found yesterday nt Il.ty-onn- e,

N. J was not that of Hills Whit-
man, the thirteen-year-ol- d boy, of No.
10S Walton street, whose mysterious dis-
appearance or Mny 11 was exclusively
reported In yesterday's World. A sister
of the missing boy went to llayonne yes
terday, and, returning In the evening,

that the body wns that of a boy
several years younger thnn her brother.

The mother Is completely prostrated,
and Insists thnt her boy has been foully
dealt with. As young Whitman has been
away from home before, the other mem-
bers of' the family do not share her
fears, but believe that the boy has re-

turned to Philadelphia, where he lived
up to one year ami a half ago. Ills
lutm-- 3 iiiL ftniur meinuer 01 tne
detectlvu tlrm of Whitman & Voder, of
Philadelphia, and when he died the fam-
ily moved to ltrooklyn.

Kills has always been a precocious
boy, and, his mother said, was well
known around tho otllcc of the Phila-
delphia Ledger, where lie prided himself
on being a pet of the late George W.
Chllds. While the boy could never be
kept at school, lie was always a close
student of the Stack Exchange, and
knew all abiut the rise and fall of
sticks. Ills main object In life was to
be an actor; but he was proline of pe-
culiar traits. He would do any kind of
work In order lo secure ,'' rents for n
table d'hote dinner, after which he would
tell his mother of the men whom he
met mid what they said to him.

A month ago lie siiiiivl work In n
Wall street olllce nt tl per week, and
when his employer failed to pay him,
Instead of complaining, he walked into
it lawyer's olllce nnd retained him to
bring suit for the 53. offering to work for
him In payment. After one week be
