Swollen Stream Inumlnfe Lands
Around I'uiret Sound

BEATTLE, Wash., May 20. The re-

cent hot weather lias melted the snow
and slutted all streams flowing Into
Puget Sound. Skagit Klver Is higher
than for fourteen years and Is still
rising. At Mount VtVnon business Is
suspended. The whole lower part of the
town Is flooded. Fifteen square miles
of the farming land around Mout Ver-
non will be under water before night,
and crops will be Inundated.

Skagit Delta, more than ten square
miles, is under water and so Is Olympla
Marsh. Hamilton, Avon and Sterling
are Inundated, and it Is said three miles
of the Northern Pacific tracks are
washed out. Practically all the farm-
ing land In Skagit County Is under
wuter.

Employees of the United States, Canada
nnd Mexico, which opens at
Lenox Lyceum, promises to be one of
the most notable gatherings of Its kind
ever held In this country.

and the Millard Division. No. 104, of the
Order of Railroad Conductors.

E. Clark, of the Rail-
way Conductors; Chief P. M. Arthur,
of the locomotive Engineers; Chief F.
