night of Nov. 4. 1893.

I A previous trial had resulted, MarchI s 1, In a disagreement of the Jury, which,
It was freely alleged at the time, had
been "fixed."

Sutherland, however, was promptly
brought to bar again on the same charge

B March 12, and two days later was convict-- B

ed. He was not In court when the Jury
brought In Its verdict, and on the rep-- H

resentation of Lawyer Foster L. Backus
H that he had not run away Justice Brown

received the verdict In the ubsence of
H the prisoner.

THE TAH1FF ON TIMBER.

It Is Discnseod by Senators Hale,
Fryo and Vest.

Walsh, of Gcorjrla, Delivers a Speech
on Tarlfl' In General.

(tly Associated Press )

WASHINGTON, May 28. When the
Senotc met nt 10 o'clock y to be-

gin the ninth week's debate on the
tariff, the chamber was decked out in
its Summer vestments. The heavy red
carpeting had been removed from the
floor and u light matting substituted,
nuking the chamber look cool nnd In-

viting. The Senators themselves. In
white vests, looked as If they, too, had
resigned themselves to the prospect of
a Summer siege.

Twenty minutes were Bperit waiting
for a quorum to put In an appearance.
Mr. Kyle U'op., N. Dak.) thtn moved
that the Senate proceed with the consid-
eration of his Hawaiian resolution,
which came over trom last week. The
motion was carried, 30 to 11, but before
action could be taken the morning hour
expired and the Tariff bill was laid be-
fore the Senate.

The metal schedule was completed lastSaturday, and y the Senute began
the consideration of Schedule U, page
37, "wood and manufactures of wood.1'

Mr. Hale (Hep., Mass.) ollered as a new
paragraph the pniMsions of the McKln-le- y

law making saved boards, c, of
hemlock, white wood, sycamore, white
pine and basswood, II per thousand,
other classes of sawed lumber $2, unci
when lumber of any sort Is planed or
finished. In addition to the rates above,
Jl per thousand additional for each side
so planed or finished.

Mr. Hale made a vigorous protest
ngalnst placing timber on the free list.
The present rates, he declared, offered
but a modest protection; the equivalentor ubout per cent, ad valoiem on pine
anil 21 per cent, on spruce. This was
one of the greatest Industries In thecountry. Over jJ.1StS.lM.i0.itoj In capital was
Invested, and over HU.Outf.bUO was an-
nually paid In wnges. If coal and Iron
and lead ore were to be protected, why
not lumber? He was not pleading for u
local Interest, he said. The lumber In-
dustry was as broad as the country. Itwas conllned to no section, although
Canadian competition would be mostseverely felt by the lumbermen of Maine
und New Hampshire.

Mr. Frye (Hep., Me.) supported Mr.
Hale's airendment. He discussed atsome length the effect of a reduction ofduty on stumpage ln Canada.

Mr. Vest replied to Mr. Hale, and at 12
o'clock yleiLCd the lloor to Mr. Walsh,
the new Senator from Georgia, who de-
livered a carefully prepared speech on
the general subject of the tariff.

There is confidence on the Democratic
side of the Senate that a final vote will
be had on the Tariff bill by June 15.
Senator Jones said "Some of the
Senators on our side are looking for a
vote by the 10th, but I think they are a
little too sanguine."

In his speech y Senator Walsh
favored the Income tax nnd came out
unqualifiedly for free sliver and the re-
peal of the State bank tax. He said Inpart:

"The American people will accept the
amended Wilson bill nB the embodiment
of the conservatism and wisdom of the
Democratic party. It will bring relief
to the people. It will revive the com-
merce of the country. It will relievo
the masses of onerous taxes. It will
stimulate new enterprises and give hope
and confidence to the public. It will
give employment to the Idle and will
not lessen the wages ot labor."

SUGAR TRUST AND SENATE.

ItiTestlffntion Committee In Secret
Session find In Doubt.

WASHINGTON. May 28. The mem-

bers ot the Senate Committee which is
investigating the alleged operations ot
the Sugar Trust ln Its efforts'to Influence
tariff legislation were detained in the
Senate for some time y nnd did
not begin their session until 11 o'clock.

not ask the Immediate attendance of thenewspaper correspondents who had been
requested to be within call at the open-
ing of session.
