REFRACTORY TARS TRICKED.
Mutinous Bailors of the Lydgate
Reshipped on the Scottish Isles.

Thought They Were Golng Ashore,
but Are Bound for Java.

The shipping agents, who furnished
the crew for the Hritlsh bark Lydgate,
about which so much talk of unseawor-
thiness has been Indulged In for a week
past, played o clever trick upon the mu-
tinous portion of the crew lIate last
night,

Upon the Lydgate's arrival here thir-
teen of her foremast hands ran away,
and thirteen new men were shipped ln
thelr pluces,

Next the hue and ecry went up on
board that the Lydgate was top-heavy,
and that she was not properly laden and
would capsize as soon as sall was made
on her,

80 these thirteen men refused to go to
#sen in her. Late last night the shipping
agents, who hnd advanced 340 In woges
to each man, went nlongside with n tug-
bonrt, ostensibly to bring the refractory
sallors anhore.  Meunwnlle the Hritlsh
shlp Hcoitish Isles dropped down from
her dock and anchored within & few
huplirrd ards of the Lydgate,

The sallors threw thelr lugguge aboard
the tug, and gayly went over the slde of
the “Jonah' ship, with vislons of a
“‘Ji{h' 8 frolle dancing before thelr eyes.

e tug lines woere cast off and she
very soont made fast 1o the Scottish
Inles, and the men were ordered to tum-
ble aboard, There they found the ship-
Q.inx agents, accompanied by the Hritish

lee-Consul, with the shipping articles
of the Scottish Iales spread out "before
him. The men were offered a chance to
sign In the Scottish Isles for Java or go
ushore In lrons and sall In the Lydgate
for Shanghul,

They were completely taken by sur-
