AN IHVE8TIOAII0N DEMANDE&

Thetexow Committee has now an op-

portunity to Investigate n matter not in-

cluded in Its police programme, but of
very grave Importance, and which If
promptly nnd vigorously exposed may
prevent the consummation of an Infam-
ous crime.

The bill raising the mlnrles of the po-

lice force two hundred dollars a year
was Introduced, of course, by a country
representative In the Legislature, Sena-
tor Coggeshall. of Ontvida. It was op-

posed by the authorities of tho city gov-
ernment. Including the Mayor, the Comp-
troller, the Corporation Counsel and the
members of the Doard of Estimate and
Apportionment. Protests were submitted
against it by the Chamber of Commerce,
tho Good Government Clubs nnd the tax-
payers generally, nut the Republican
majority and the Tammany representa-
tives stood by Senator Cogc.ihall. The
bill was passed and was approved by
Gov. Flower.

The merits of tho law are not now In
question. Hut it Is known that the pars-ag- e

of the bill wan secured by the use
nnd promise of money. It Is nlleged
that about forty thousand dollars In
cash was sent to Albany when the bill
was Introduced nnd It Is now stated and
not contradicted that an additional
eighty or eighty-fiv- e thousand dollars Is
to be raised by an assessment on the
force of twenty-fiv- e dollars ench man,
that being the amount agreed to be paid
provided tho bill became a law. Borne
of the men object to paying the assess-
ment nnd hnvc appealed to Supt. Uyrnes,
who promises to give the matter his at-
tention.

The Committee has a plain nnd nn Im-

perative duty to perform. Bribing the
Legislature Is declared to be an "In-
famous crime." So Is the taking ot a
bribe.

Tho Committee should take up this mat-
ter forthwith. It Is not only one of the
most serious charges thnt could be made
against the police, but Implicates also the
Legislature, of which the Lexow Com-
mitteemen nro members, nnd especially
reflects on any of them who may have
voted for the Salary bill.

A prompt Investigation may besides
stop the consummation of the crime by
preventing tho levying of the assess-
ment.

BEOINNIHQ OF THE THIAL
Tho Commission appointed to try the

charges against the Board of Managers
of tho Elmlra Reformatory held its first
meeting at Elmira yesterday.

This Inquiry was conceded by Gov.
Flower mainly because the managers,
who had already been found guilty of
odlclal misconduct by the Btate Board of
Chailtles after a long and patient Inves-
tigation, made oath before the Governor
that the Inquiry of the Charities Board
had been prejudiced and partial, that the
evidence did not sustain the conclusions
reached and that the verdict was Illegal,
untrue and unjust. This at lenst was one
of the excuses made by Gov. Flower for
yielding to the demands of the political
Dosses for the protection ot the managers.

Yesterday Mr. Coudert drew out from
the managers the fact that they had
never read the evidence or the report In
the State Charities Investigation and bad
only sworn to Its Illegality, Its untruth-
fulness and Its Injustice under the advice
of their counsel. It was also elicited that
the suspension of Brockway during tho
first trial had been a mere sham.

It le evident that Lawyer Coudert Is
earnest In his management of the prose-
cution, nnd It Is to be hoped thnt the
new trial will he short, sharp and decis-
ive. The causa of humanity demands
that the attempt to screen the Elmlra
torlutcn shall be defeated and that the
nbhorrent reign of terror at the Reforma-
tory shall be ended forever.

TREATMENT OF THF, INSANE POOR.

The Stato Commission In Lunacy be-

gins y ltj Investigation of the
charges of the bad nnd cruel treatment
of the Insane poor In the city nHylums.

It Is a terrible accusation to bring
against the city authorities, that of neg-

lecting and abusing the pauper Insane.
The care of lunatics Is probably one of
the hardest and most trying tasks that
can b: Imposed on man. It requires not
only patience, endurance and unceasing
attention, but the broadest kind of hu-
manity. It Is a severe trial both of
physical and mental powers.

Charges ought not to be lightly made
Rgalnst those on whom thlH difficult nnd
Irksome duty Is Imposed. At the same

I time, only those peculiarly fitted for the
work ought to be Intrusted with It.
None other ought to be employed In It,
for the reason that the Incentives to
neglect and violence are constant and
almoat irresistible to those who are not
gifted with extraordinary patience and
enduiance.

There Is only too much reason to be-- I
lleve that the management or our Insane
asylums needs Investigation, and that It
will be fojnd In many respects objec-
tionable. This must be the Inevitable
consequence of appointing keepers and
others on political considerations.

If They Do Not Ho Will Dispossess

Them

Tliey Rent from Another Man nnd
Refuse to Obey the Command.

The bc'ter cls of people residing on
West Thirty-nint- h and Fortieth streets
between Seventh nnd Eighth avenues
nro anxiously awiltlng the results of
Chnrles Hammond's attempts to purify
the nelghbornood. Ho hns notified
thirty-on- e occupants of flats to move by

Mr. Hammond Is deter-
mined that they shall go. and the tenants
seem equally as determined that they
will not.

Hammond Is the lessee of fourteen

A n business man who has
been acquainted with Dr. Howard per-
sonally for some years called at the hos-
pital this morning and nas taken to the
Insane pavilion Thi moment ho' saw
tho patient he stuted that he wus not
Dr. B. F. Howard, nnd telegrnphed that
fact to the doctor's friends In Boston.
Warden O'Rourke declines to give tho
name of the gentleman.

Among the Insane man's effects was a
key belonging to the Sinclair Hotel, with

tig attached ne.irlng the number 32,
t the Sinclair Hotel It was stated that

u man registered there a few days ago
us "Hope Fox, I.ondjn, England," and
wus assigned to room "i. He left a
satchel with several letters. One was
addressed to "J. II, Fox, 80 Clinton place.
New York."

At the latter addiess It was stated that
a man named Fox had lived there sev-
eral years ago with his little son and
returned last week to Inquire about
rooms again. The descrlotlons of the In-
sane man at Bellevue and J. H. Fox aro
similar.

Warden O'Rourko hns taken quite an
Interest In the case, nnd hag had several
conversations with the man In an en-
deavor to f licit something that would
go towards proving his identity. This
morning when the Warden visited him
the man became quite angry, because
the Warden had not brought a bath
with him. During the night no was very
violent nnd had to be nlaccd In a strait-Jacke- t,

but towards daylight grew quiet
and fell ojlesp.

He will be detained at Bellevue a few
davs and then sent to the Insane asylum
on lllnckn ell's Island. He Is about sixty
years of age, with close-cropp- hair
and sandy beard.

And eveu
at tire extravagant prices the baker do not make
their bread to weigh full weight There can be
no argument about this All any one haa to do
Is to weigh a loaf. XX.,
