“INITIATION™ FEES OF S500.

First Assessed $26 a Month, Then
the Price Raised with Chaage
of Captains.

OTHERS SAY THEY WERE TAXED.

Mre. Sanford Testifies to Having
" Paid Out Money for
Proteotion.

The most sensational testimony yet
heard by the Lexow Bennte Committes,
which s investigating the Police De-
partment, was given by Charles Prien
At to-day’s sesslon, Prlen, who formerly
kept a disorderly houss at 28 !}mra
street, sald that during the six years
he kept the place he had pald out more
than $3,000 for police protection.

He sald that at first he was sssesscd
$25 a month, then as the precinct cap-
tains were changed he pald §0 a month
besides 5500 at various times for “Initia-
tlon.”
