Inteiests of the monopoly.

Hut what will the Senate do about Mr.

Chandler's direct and unqualified charge
that Senators have speculated in Sugar
stock while engaged In legislating on the
schedule? If the Senate sits patiently
under this bold arraignment It enters
practically 11 plea of guilty. It Is bound

to call Mr. Chandler to account and
to require him to produce the proof of

his chaige. If he has falsely accused,
hln associates he has been guilty of one

of the moat serious acts of contempt It

Is possible to commit.
What do the majority Senators say?

Will they make a practical confession of

ehtlr guilt! or will they rebuke their slan-

derer? They can get up a fuss and
a great den! of swagger over rumors

circulated by newspaper correspondents,
How will they tieat this direct charge of

Infamous conduct made by one of their
own number?

AN AHABCHIBTS BOMB.

A pupil In one of the public schools
In Brooklyn lias recently displayed
Anarchistic tendencies. He has delled

the constituted authorities and showed

a sovereign contempt for law and order.
Yesterday during school hours he made
an effort to raise a rebellion In tbe
school, nnd springing suddenly to his
feet uttered a wild, demoniacal, blood-

curdling yell that Herr Most might
have envied and Buffalo Hill might have
admired. Thereupon the Principal of
the school seized the offender nnd be-

gan to belabor him with a stout enne
on the proper part of his person.

This operation had barely commenced
when a terrific explosion vvns heard In
the school, loud enough to shatter win-

dows and shake the Ink bottles on the
desk. The young Anarchist was
dropped to the floor, the Principal fled
In terror from the scene, the scholars
scrambled to get out of the school-
room, nnd for a time the pnnlc wns
fearful.

An Investigation was subsequently
made, ami It was discovered that the
unruly boy had his pistol pocket tilled
with cnrtrldges, which had been ex-

ploded by the muster's cane. A bullet
was found embedded In the wall, but
the only damage done wns to the young
rebel's trousers, entnlllng n Job of
needlework on his mother.

In future the lad will be unloaded be-

fore he Is allowed to take his seat In the
school. But how Is It about the manner
In which the explosion was occasioned?
Is flogging nllowed In the Brooklyn
public schools?

HO POBTIAB WANTED IN JERSEY.
The New Jersey Supreme Court has re-

fused to admit a woman to the Bar. It
holds that the Legislature has not yet
accorded the fair sex the right to prac-
tise law. and until vonun his citizen-
ship in all Its resplendent meaning be-

stowed upon her she cannot sail Into
court with a music roll under her arm
and a bundbox In her hand and tell
the Judge on the bench what the law of
the State Is or ought to be.

Those Jersy Supreme Judges are real
mean about this. They accept the nar-
row meisly Massachusetts definition of
the word "citizen," which exclules
woman from taking part In the Govern-
ment, "either ns a voter or an otllcer to
be admitted to practice as an attorney."
Woman Is a pretti good citizen all the
same, and she should reiulre no more
legislation to make her a lawver than
she does to make her a housewife or a
1 pew rite-- .

The Jersey Judges evidently are not
friends of the sex. It ought not to make
nny difference whether the hair over a
repository of legal lore Is parted In the
middle or on the side. A woman who
knows law Is as giod as a man who
knows It, and her s.nlle, If she Is at nil
rood-loo- lg, will go further with u Jury
than a ton of eloquence thrown at It by
a male attorney.
