STRIKERS NOT DEFIED.

Tube Works at MoEeesport Likely
to Be Long Closed.

Trouble Will Follow Any Attempt
to Put In New Men.

AU Information Refilled at the Com-

pany's New York Office.

(Dr Auodited Prtu.)
MCKEESPOHT. Pa., June 6 No at-

tempt has been made to start up the
National Tube Works The strik-
ers are awarmlng around the works and
the depots. Every point Is being watched
by them and trouble will surely follow
any attempt to Introduce new workmen
or deputies.

The Eastern deputies expected by river
or train at daybreak did not put In an
appearance. When the first train ar-
rived from Braddock there was a large
crowd at the station to meet the officers
and when it was found they were not on
board the strikers dispersed and went
to the mill entrances.

The Company's announcement, which
was posted last night, and torn down
by the mob, calls for all employees, who
desire work at the rate In force May 14,

1S3I, to apply before 7 o'clock Thursday
morning, June 7. Up to date not a man
has applied for work, and not a single
piece of machinery in the Immense mill
Is being operated.

It Is said the Company will not try
to resumo for the present, preferring
to wait until the strikers volunteer to
return. For the first time In many
months the river pumps are at a stand-
still and all the fires have been drawn.

It looks as though the works were to
be shut down Indefinitely.

At the general offices of the National
Tube Works Company, in the Havemeyer
Building, In this city, It was said to-
day that General Manager Converse was
out of town, but the people in the office
declined to say whether he was at the
scene of the trouble In McKeesport or
not.

Instructions had been given that
no Information whatever should be fur-
nished at this end of the business.

Local Manager Wharton said, how-
ever, that no hands would b shipped
from New York to take the places of
the strikers, as there were no men here
that he was aware of capable of doing
tho work.

COAL FAMINE IN CHICAGO.

Steamers Mar Have to Stop Ilni-nln- ir

and Factories nadir OH.
(By Auoclated Prtu.)

CHICAGO, June 6. Unless large ship-
ments of coal are Immediately made to
this port by rail, vessel men declare that
the next two or three days will witness
the tying up of many steamers. The
supply of larger vessels will be exhausted
In two days. Added to the general Ina-
bility of the steamboat companies to get
all the coal they want. Is the fact that
the railroads over which It Is consigned
seize It and appropriate It to their own
use.

The only recourse the steamship com-
panies have Is to compel the railroad to
pay for the coal.

Several large concerns In this city are
also sufferers from this cause. Lake Su-
perior ports are said to be wholly with-
out coal. Many steamers have made ex-
periments with wood and slabs for fuel,
and others have made a trial of anthra-
cite coal. The wood and slabs have been
thrown aside, and It Is said that many
of the boats would be unable to keep
their boilers hot with tbe anthracite
article.

The owners of sailing vessel's find them-
selves placed on equality with the great
steamers. There never was a time In
the history of the city when bituminous
coal was so scare. Both dealers and
consumers believe that the worst effects
of the famine have not yet been expe-
rienced. The supply on hand will be ex-
hausted before any more arrives, and it
Is said that many factories and otherplaces of business will be compelled to
shut down.

ALABAMA STRIKE BROKEN.

Output of Coal Yesterday Was One-thi- rd

Cripple Creek Trouble Renewed and
Strikers

Gov. Wnlto Starts tho State Militia
Under Special Instruction!.

Late advices from Cripple Creek
are that the miners are again preparing
to take up arms, being dissatisfied with
the outlook.

Miners Armed Aaratn.
CRIPPLE CREEK, Col , June 6.-- The

outlook for peace Is not bo favorable.
The strikers are dissatisfied because the
agreement binds only Hagerman & Mof-
fat. They also Bay the deputies have
made a threatening move. A company
of sixty deputies advanced to Midland
and took possession of the town, and
later were .reinforced by a large body.
Last night a telegram was received stat-
ing that Sheriff Boners would lead the
deputies towards Bull Hill.

Immediately upon receipt of informa-
tion that the deputies had advanced
to Midland, couriers were sent in every
direction, and In a short time all the
strikers were again under arms. A
body of four companies immediately
began the march In a heavy snow-stor-

to Midland to meet the deputies. About
500 remained at Bull Hill to meet the
expected main attack, while other par-
ties went to Victor and other points.

Lord Rosebery's Great Colt

Fills the Third Part of

the Prophecy.

MATCHBOX FINISHES SECOND.

Rosebery tho Second Primo Min-

ister to Win the World's
Greatest Horse Raoe.

INAUGURATED 114 YEARS AGO.

The Victory of Ladas One of tho
Most Popular In the History

of the Great Event.

(By Associated Press )
LONDON, June 6 Lord Rosebery's

bay colt, Ladas, at Epsom, won
the Derby.

Matchbox was second and Reminder
third.

In the betting Ladas was a tremen-
dous favorite, 11 to 4 on being the rul-
ing price. Matchbox was second choice.

Ladas won In a canter by a length and
a half In two minutes 451-- 5 seconds; six
lengths reparated the second horse.
Matchbox, from the third horse. Re-
minder. Hirnbeam was fourth. A scene
of Indescribable enthusiasm followed
Ladas's victory.

Among the royalty and nobility pres-
ent at the race, were the Prince and
Princess of Wales, the Princess Maud of
Wales, the Duke of
(the Duke of Edinburgh;) the Duke ot
Camorldge, the Duke and Duchess of
Portland, the Duke of Devonshire, the
Duke of Westminster, Lord Rosebery,
Earl Cadogan, the Earl of Coventry, the
Marquis of Londonderry and Lord Ran-
dolph Churchill.

The English Derby Is the most famous
horse race In the worCd. It Is 11 years
old, and Is attended by very heavy
betting. It varied In value from the
year 1780 up to 1890, when It was de-

cided to guarantee 6,000 to the owner
of the winner, 1300 to the owner of the
second and 100 to third. Tho first
winner was Dlomed.

LORD ROSEBERT.
This year there were 22S subscribers,

178 of whom at the time the Racing
Calendar was Issued had signified their
Intention to pay forfeit. Since then
there have been other withdrawals, and
only a small field went to the post.

All England, and In (act the whole
world, awaited the decision of the
Derby, In order to see whether the third
part of Lord Rosebery's prophecy, made
In his college days, would come true.

The young peer then said that he In-

tended to marry the richest heiress In
England, would tome day become Prlcm.
Minister, and that one of his horses would
win tbe Derby.

He did marry one of the richest helr-esr-

In England, Miss Hannah Roths-
child, and Tie Is Prime Minister. To
day he eogeily watched (or the fulfil-
ment of the third portion of his predic-
tion.

It Is doubtful If so much interest haa
ever before been taken In the Derby.
There were several causes for this state
of affairs. In the first place, many thou-
sands of people were anxious to see the
Derby because It Is the great event of
tbe turf. In the second place,
Ladas was looked upon as being the
horse of the year, his previous victories
having won him hosts of friends who
longed to see once more the primrose
and rose hoops, with cap
(Lord Rosebery s colors), flying to the
front of everything else in the field.

Finally, there were masses of people
who went to Epsom desirous of being
present at the deciding point of the
third great stage In the destiny of the
British Premier. He had married the
richest woman In England, he had be-
come Prime Minister; but would he win
the Derby? To the sporting fraternity
the last honor mentioned was greater
than tbe two former ones.

Thus It was thit the usual trains at
London Bridge and Victoria Station, run
every five minutes, were packed to the
utmost with the usual crowd of race-
goers, augmented by many people who
had never before ventured to Epsom, but
who went there to-d- In order to Boe
"Rosebery win the third event."

Tbe morning was dull and dreary, rain
threatening arid fog predominating. Hut
a snowstorm would not hae kept those
crowds away from Epsom Downs to-d-

Ladas went to the post a hot favorite
at odds of 3 to 1 on. He won with ease,
and thus realised the ambition of his
owner's life.

The running of the Derby Is wit-
nessed by thousands of persona, who

on Upsom Downs early In theSathtr do not leave until late In the
afternoon. No such crowds are ever
witnessed In this country.

DOCTORING CONSTITUTION.

Delegates Put in a Dull Session

at Albany To-Da- y.

Only One Woman Suffrage Fetlllon
Added to the Lot.

ALBANY, June 6. President Choate

called the Constitutional Convention to
order at 10 o'clock. He Introduced the
Rev. Father Malono. the new member
of the Board of Regents, who offered
prayer.

The President handed down a peti-

tion from the American Patriotic
League against appropriations for

purposes. Similar petitions were
presented by Mr. Cocklnham from Rev.
R. L. Backman and others and by Mr.
Durfee from cltlxens of Wayne County.

Mr. Foote presented a petition from
the Woman's Indian Association, of
Rochester, for the education of Indians.

Petitions for extending the right ot
suffrage to women were presented by
E. R. Brown and Mr. Poole.

Mr. Lincoln called up his resolution
that It la the sense of the convention
that no person shall be permitted to
vote who Is not a citizen of the United
States, and that Congress be requested
to submit to the several States, for their
consideration, a proposed amendment to
the National constitution requiring all
voters to be cltlxens. The resolution was
laid on the table.

rates as they stood In the House bill.
