A Notod Sicilian Refugee is Scok-in- g

Fighters Here.

Montclcon Snys a Ilevolt Agnlnst tho
King Is Ulpentng In Itnly.

There arrived In New York two weeks
ago one of the few leaders of the late
Blclllan revolution who escaped ltnllan
prisons. In the person of Prof. Antonio
Monteleon. The Professor Is accom-
panied by his wife ond two tailors of
Hlclly, who may also bo described as
refugees. For the present they have
taken quarters at 303 East Tenth street.

To a number of friends who sympa-
thize with the laboring classes In Italy,
the Professor stated that the object of
his visit to America was to organlzo a
Fnsclo del Lavoratorl, a union of labor,
under the auspices of the New York
section of the, Socialists. The first
steps In this direction will be taken to-

morrow night at 6 Spring street.
Prof. Monteleon hopes ultimately to

change his proposed Fasclo del Lnvora-to- rl

Into a band of revolutionists who
will go to Sicily, and under his leader-
ship participate In an uprising against
the Italian Government, which ho con-
fidently expects will take place In about
a year. He has expressed himself free-
ly since his arrival on the Sicilian trou-
bles.

The people, he says, are oppressed by
the Italian Government beyond the.power of endurance. The loose financialmethods of the Government, which re-
sulted In the bank scundnls and thelooting of the State Treasury, left a de-
ficit which the new Ministry underCrlspl has vainly tried to meet. Thelast outbreak, which was a protest
against taxation, wa led by some of
the ablest men In Sicily, members of
Parliament and several professors In
State colleges being among those who
were subsequently sent to prison for
long terms because of their avowedsympathy with the movement. Over
200.0U0 men took part In the demonstra-
tion. The rebellion spread so rapidly
that as a last resort tho Government
was forced to send for CrlBpl as the
only man In Italy capable of coping with
the difficulties of the situation. Iiuteven Crlspl, the lilsmnrck of Itnly,
will. In Prof. Monteleon's opinion, be
unable to stem the tide which has set
agnlnst the King and the present form
of government.

Italy is bankrupt, ho declares, and In-
creased taxation Is an absolute neces-
sity. Increased taxation, he sayB, will
precipitate another outbreak. It is to

for this expected uprising thatErepare seek to organize an American
band of volunteers.

Prof. Montclcon was formerly con-
nected with a college at Genoa as Pro-
fessor of Languages. His escape from
Italy was due mainly to the stupidity
of the police, who were watching for
him at the steamship pier when he
walked by them without any attempt
nt concealment nnd was not recog-nlze- d.
