MOORISH TROOPS ON II 01.

Outrages by Abdul Aziz's Men in
' Villages Near Thoir Camp.

Kubyles Invited to n Kcstlvnl French
Courier Wounded.

(Tlr AMoetatrl Tret l )

TANGIER, June 13. The troubles an-
ticipated us a result of the death of
Sultan Muley Hassan and the proclama-
tion of his younger son, Abdul Aziz, as
his successor, seem likely to bo us ser-
ious as at first apprehended. The sol-

diers of Abdul Aziz nre raiding the vil-

lages In the vicinity of their camp and
nre thereby causing a bitter feeling
against them among tho tribesmen of
the vicinity.

In addition a French courier has been
attacked and wounded and the rnalt mat-
ter Intended for the foreign residents
In the Interior, which he was carrying,
has been stolen. Tho foreign rtsldents
nre unanimous ln expressing the hope
that the warships will promptly land n
farce, of bluejackets and marines suffi-
cient to cope with any emergency.

THE GREAT PLAGUE III CHI.

Same Disease That Visited Lon-

don in the 16th Century.

Hroho Out ln Canton and Has
Spread to llonft Kong.

(tlr Associated frets )

VANCOUVER, B. C, June 13. The
most Important news brought by the
Empress of Japan Is of tho alarming
spread of the virulent plague that first
appenred In Canton nt the end of April.
The plague Is slmllnr to the great plaguo
In London, ln the sixteenth century, and
Is carrying off large numbers of vic-
tims. It soon spread to Hong Kong,

there In May. It 1b chiefly con-line- d

to tho Chinese. The plnguo has
paralyzed business to a large extent,
ns tho leading steamship lines refuse to
take either passengers or cargo from
Hong Kong. The symptoms of the dis-
ease nre as follows:

Without warning, ln the shnps of n
chill, there Is n sudden attack of fever, ris-
ing to 103 degrees or over. Severe headache
Is accompanied by stupor. In twelve or
twenty-fou- r hours a glandular swelling
occurs In the neck or armpit, Increasing
to the size of on egg. With or without
the 'decline of fevir tho patient sinks
Into a condition of coma and dleo nt the
end of twenty-fou- r or forty-eig- hours.
Tf six days Is reached recovery Is possi-
ble. The Cnnfon correspondent of a Hong
Kong pnper under date of May 8, says:
