Agent " Applcjjnte" Seems to Hnvo
Done a Flourishing Dtitlucss.

What appears to bo a new form of
swindle has Invaded the rural districts
In the vicinity of New York.

A man, usually calling himself Thom-
as J. Applcgute, of Red Bank, but some-
times varying his name and address
nccordlng to the exigency of the case,
represents himself as the agent of "The
Guarantee Klectrlc Photogruphlc Com-
pany, Limited," of 10) Sixth avenue.

In this capacity he calls at houses
within easy range of the city and oilers
for sale tickets at W cents apiece, enti-
tling the purchnser on presentation of
a ticket and an additional payment of
60 cents to "six electrlc-burnlnhed- " pho-
tographs and one large photograph, 10

by 20 Inched In size. It the purchaser
does not enro for the large picture Ac
can have the Blx cabinet-size- d photo-
graphs without paying the additional
money ,

One of the principal Inducements
offered by "Applegate'f Is that the pur-
chaser neeil not go to the studio to sit
for his pictures. The studio goes to
him.

On each ticket is printed. In addition
to the terms of the contract, a notice
that the Guarantee Llectrlc Photograph
Company desires It to be understood
that It does not sell nny frames.

A seaich for the ofllce of the Guaran-
tee Electric Photograph Company at
the address Indicated on one of the
Applecatt- - tickets brought to light tho
fact that such a concern never existed
there. The only occupants of the build-
ing are the family or C. Perceval, who
keeps a "delicatessen" store on the
ground lloor.

Next door, however, at 98, Is a n

photographer's gallery. There It
was learned that several people had
Inquired after the "Guarantee Electrio
Photograph Company."

"A man from Rutherford, N. J., was
here some time ago," said the gentleman
In charge of the studio, "and showed fivo

him for '$1 each. I had never heard of-th-

concern before, and to, me the whole
affair looks llki a swindle.'

Here he seems to have been doing n
laigcr business thnn anywhere eUe, Judg-
ing from the number of complaints that
have come In from those places In the
last few days.

Among those who nre anxious to know
when the "Guarantee Electric Photo-
graph Company" will drop in to take
their pictures is Charles T, Malson, of
Seaside. N. J. In n letter to "The Even-
ing World" he requests that a reporter
be sent to the Sixth avenue establish-
ment to find out whether Applegate Is Its
Hgent, and If to whether he Is author-
ized to collect the SO cents.
